Hence such bouquets
or baskets are a
thoughtful token at
weddings., birthdays,
house-warming par-
ties, anniversaries, or
even in official con-
ferences or meetings.
The cost of these bas-
kets starts from Tk
30 and goes up to Tk
500 depending on
the varieties and size.
The same range goes
for the bouquets, too.
Each stick of
'Rajanigandha’ costs
Tk 3 in almost all the
shops everywhere,
while the roses are
for Tk B each.

1,471 traffickers arrested in Bangladesh

Plea to set up SAARC drug

offences monitoring desk

Minister for Law and
Justice Mirza Golam Hafiz
Monday called for concerted
efforts both at regional and in-
ternational level to combat the
drug menace, reports UNB.

“The problem transcends
national boundaries and it de-
mands a coordinated interna-
tional response®, Hafiz told a
"SAARC Seminar on Enforce-
ment, Prosecution and Trail of
Drug related Offences” in
Dhaka on Monday morning.

The incidcnn: of drug abuse
and drug trafficking has as-
sumed alarming proportions
all over the world and its ad-
verse effects have been badly
felt in the SAARC countries, he
saild while inaugurating the
seminar at a local hotel.

Director General of the
Department of Narcotics
Control AKM Mahbub ul Haque
presented the key note paper

"at the inaugural session of the

seminar presided over by M
Mustafizur Rahman, Secretary
of President's Secretariat.

Organisers said 25 dele-
gates from seven-member
countries of the forum, includ-
ing 13 from the host country
Bangladesh, are participating
in the seminar.

Hafiz said that the traffick-
ing of spurious drugs not only
had posed a threat to the indi-
vidual and the society but also
undermined the political and
economic stability and security
of the countries.

He considered the SAARC
as the most appropriate and
logical forum to deal with the
problems related to drug abuse
and drug trafficking.
