If it rains during this
period the buds are not
bloomed resulting in the loss
of the crop. If flood water re-
mains stagnant benecath the
mango trees the fruit may be

to a great extent.

Hoper, a kind of pest, is the

main enemy of mango crop. If
lmnpuuultuzkﬁby
Hoper all the flowers of the

mango crops get damaged.
