UPU Trivedi picks up 
scenes from the house of 
the sex worker or from that 

of the transvestite or reveals the 
break up of an old romance. These 
retain his own portrayal while they 

contain the impact of the Bengal 
School, specially Jamini Roy, and 
even earlier depictions of the 
creators of "Pot", where a lot of 
black had been traditionally used. 
In his work he goes back at times to 
the medieval traditional motifs to 
delineate the more pleasant 
aspects of life but creates a world 
of his own with the grotesque and 
the bizarre. He is not out to please 
the viewer as much as to express 
himself and his feelings as regards 
his surroundings. Along with his 
lines his colours, over which he has 
superb command, portray, most 
often, the reality around us. Gupu 
remains inspired by Zainul Abedin 
and Quamrul Hassan; and  sim-
plicity is the soul of his paintings.

In one of his paintings he has 
brought in three figures related to 
the old literature script , which had 
been in his collection, and which he 
pasted on to his work. These con-
tain words such as "Jae pkahi orey, 
phirey ashe nirey". Birds had been 
sketched in yellow, red and blue 
and below the bar of blue were the 
sketched in human figures related 
to the romantic theme. They have 
huge eyes and simplified faces, 
hands and bodies. Some plants 
had been brought at the back in 
green to depict serenity of medi-
eval Bengal. Another contains 

"Puthee" which go with the sun-
burst of a flower, one containing 
the centre of olive green and white 
and the other had petals in dark red 
outlined with black. These had 
been outlined again with beige and 
had crisscross of simple brown in 
front, which had been dotted over 
with blue and cream. The poetry 
portion had been pasted on top and 
was touched with colours such as 
blue and green.

In "Three women" we saw the 
influence of Quamrul Hassan, 
where the figures of the women 
were done in a very simple way 
such as swirls of yellow red and 
black, outlined with black and 
touched by flecks to depict the 
details of eyes and feet. The fig-
ures had been framed by trees with 
touches of black all over, which 
brought in other trees, ferns and 
grass which brought in the effect of 
the "Pot" paintings. In "Nature and 
form" (mixed media) we saw a 
woman with very large eyes with a 
jaundiced effect on her puffed 
cheeks, which spoke of discontent-

ment and disharmony which was 
also reflected in the dark moon at 
the back. She was depicted as 
trying to find some peace in the bird 
seen in the tree. A lot of blue and 
beige had been sued to evoke the 
chaos in the subject's life. In front 
and at the side were trees in som-
bre hues. There were flowers like 

poppies at the side in vermilion and 
yellow along with grass along with 
more flowers at the back to relieve 
the monotony. In "Two women" 
(mixed media) brought in the 
Ajanta Elora Indian traditional style 
with large eyes and curled sensu-
ous  lips. The women with long 
cascading hair were depicted as 
suckling their babies and one took 
delight in the patterns in their beige 
and orange saris. Some simplified 
birds and flecks in black completed 
the composition.

  "Love" brought in the transves-
tite with the shaved chin and upper 
lip with garish make up camouflag-
ing a dark blue skin. The man 
behind the "hijra" carried a black 
stemmed yellow rose to heighten 
the effect of false affection and he 
looked grotesque with his curling 
moustache and peering eyes. The 
features of both the characters had 
been outlined with thick black to 
bring in a disoriented impact. In 
"Waiting" one found a sex worker. 
Her lips, cheeks and nails had 
been painted a bright red. He 

protruding bosoms appeared like 
some protruding watermelons, 
having the same size as her face. 
She had masses of jewellery to 
deck her and behind her was a red 
curtain through which one could 
see the moon. Beyond the   back-
ground of the pink and blue and the 
steel bars was the looming head of 

the customer. The details of the 
room in the brothel had all been 
brought in with garish plastering of 
colours. In the last three paintings 
Gupu had illustrated the unpleas-
ant realities around us. "Heart" 
(mixed media) had brought in the 
faces of a man and a woman in 

pain, seen caught up in the four 
chambers of a heart and spoke of 
love that had terminated or had 
been misunderstood. The man had 
been depicted in red and ochre, 
outlined with black. The woman 
was in gray, which depicted her 
sorrow, and even her long falling 
hair did not abate the aura of mis-
understanding and bitterness. 
Veins and arteries had also been 
included in the depiction. Leaves 
held the image and at the bottom 
were a play of other colours. 

In "Bird" (mixed media) we saw 
a huge mauve and yellow parrot 
outlined in black as in folk paint-
ings and was also influenced by 
the work of Henri Matisse. The 
woman at the side was the same 
size as the parrot. done in gray 
and beige, she too had been 
outlined with thick black and 
was seen in the nude. In 
"Mother and child" we saw the 
effects of traditional "Pot" painting. A 
swivel of red portrayed the seated 
woman. Her face was clear with a 
straight line for her nose and a hint of 
pink for her lips. Her eyes were 
rounded, while the child was all in 
black. In the backdrop trees had been 
included, while some birds were in 
the front. This was complete with 
simple swirls of red, yellow ochre 

and black.  In "Woman-2" we saw a 
Cubist cum folk portrayal of a 
woman with large breasts, and an 
angle of a nose. Her face was blue 
while her feet were spread in an 
unnatural way. Incidentally, she 
was a sex worker, and the head of 
a customer could be seen through 
the window at the back. The paint-
ing was gaudy and garish with 
turquoise, green and red, as the 
woman sat with her cup of tea, 
resting before she took in one more 
client.

"Sujata" brought in the imagi-
nary portrait of the person who had 
tended to Gautam Buddha when 
he nearly starved during his medi-
tation. She was done in gray, 
except for her lips, while her 
clothes too were in gray and black. 
There was calligraphy and texture 
work all over it to the right. This too 
had brought in the Oriental art style 
of depiction.  In "Summit's duck" 
the artist had brought in another 
sombre form in gray and black, 
touched with vermilion, green, 
beige and brown, with the bird 
having the eyes of a woman. At the 
back were the floral and checked 
forms of the wickerwork of a coun-
try home. In "Friends", Gupu had 
brought in some village ladies with 
large eyes, one in mud colour and 
the others in green in blue. The 
breasts had been uncovered and 
they had all been outlined with 
thick black. In more portraits in 
"Fatima-1" and "Fatima-2" a pro-
fessional model from the Fine Arts 
Institute had been depicted in 
simple swirls of colours In contrast 
was his "Nature-2" (mixed media) 
in which he had brought in 
splashes of palm trees in gray 
mixed with green and brown. The 
soft silhouette of the house at the 
back was in white, touched with 
pink and gray. In front were masses 
of yellow ochre, with ash, crimson 
red with intricate texture work so 
that it brought in an element of 
mystery. In "Nature-1" we saw 
trees again but this was in water 
colour and pen sketch so that we 
were confronted with simple 
splurges of green, pink, brown and 
gray with three tree trunks that 
stood out of the forest of foliage. 
On the white path, where the paper 
was left clear, a figure in red and 
brown was seen walking by.

P Nattyajon launched their 
sixth production 'Bhuboner 

 Ghate' on stage on February 2, 
2003. The drama was written by 
prominent drama personnel Dr. 
Syed Monzurul Islam and directed 
by Munira Yusuf Memi. 

The drama is a story of a miser-
able woman who fled out from her 
village home as she was severely 
tortured by her husband. She had 
a daughter who was still suffering 
from insecurity so the woman 
comes to Dhaka in search of a new 
life. The first thing she encounters 
is a molester. Soon she meets a 
sex worker and a boy working for 
the tea stall. Next she finds out that 
it's very hard to survive in the brutal 
society alone. So she takes refuge 
under the strategy of telling lies all 
the time. Then she meets the 
people around her who controlled 
the society. She gradually finds out 
that women are just to fulfill a 
man's desires and nothing else. 
Very soon she meets with the 
policemen, and other notorious 
characters and comes to a conclu-
sion that two factors are essential 
in life. One money and the other 
power. While she is realizing the 
truth she meets her long lost 
brother. With his help she estab-

lishes a shop. Gradually, her fate 
turns to prosperity but it doesn't 
last long. Her husband comes from 
the village and wants a portion of 
her profit. The melodramatic epi-
sode of the drama turns to a misun-
derstanding between her and her 
brother. She brings her daughter 
from the village to keep her in safe 
custody. The crescendo of the 
drama concludes with the death of 
her husband and her urge to go 
elsewhere but destiny creates a 
bar in-between. 

New actors and actresses 
performed in the play.. The acting 
pattern was not so dexterous. The 
direction was not flawless. It was 
loose in its form. The whole drama 
could not create much of an impact 
on the audience, as the story line 
didn't carry any   new element. The 
story was like an old wine in a new 
bottle. The light design was good. 
Costume didn't put on any artistic 
flavor. The stage design was not 
very profound. The music didn't 
create much of an impact on the 
audience. As a whole the drama 
failed to create any aesthetic 
soothing effect. The stuffy audito-
rium drew a line to watch the 
drama.  The drama was liked by 
the mass audience but could not 
satisfy the  connoisseurs. Never-
theless  the drama had its own 
identity.
