L IKE the  beat of the 
heart,it is  a longing  to 
be in the arms of the one 

who possesses  the power to 
catch the breath,and bring  a 
sense of hope  in one's life--  
It's Love. It's what the world  
needs. 

One celebrates love not only 
on a special day or night but in 
every single moment, but still 
the love laden souls like to 
mark the February 14th of 
e v e r y  y e a r  t o  b e  t h e i r  
Valentine's Day. It is a day to 
show love and gratitude to their 
loved ones. It is said that on 
February 14th of every year the 
mythic Cupid,the  son of Venus 
the Roman goddess of love 
and beauty, searches for the 
souls to penetrate the single 
hearts down with the shot of his 
magical arrows to inspire feel-
ings. Myth it could  be but the  
feeling is as real as oneself. 
Facts show that every year 
around the world,  chocolates, 
heart shaped candies, gifts 
a n d  c a r d s ,  p o e m s  a r e  
exchanged among lovers and 
friends. People spend time 

together with the Valentines, 
enjoy pastimes such as eating 
out, and candle light dinner, 
parties, movie, theater and 
other romantic outings. All 
these things, all these prepara-
tions are just meant for  a sin-
gle line utterance and that is, 
"J'taime mon cherie, j'taime."

This euphoric celebration of 
love and romance is not a 
modern day practice rather a 
fusion of history and myth 
turned into a tradition of a 
cosmopolitan appeal. There 
are various opinions about the 
history of Valentine's day. 
Tradition says that Valentine's 
Day was named after St. 
Valentine, in regards to these 
information historians found at 
least f ive persons named 
Valentine or Valentinus. The 
most accepted one was a 
young man who was impris-
oned because of helping per-
secuted Christians. The jailer 
had a blind daughter named 
Julia whom Valentine fell in 
love with but their love did not 
prevail long due to Valentine's 
early execution. On February 
14th, the morning of his execu-
tion, Valentine sent a note to 

Jul ia s igned,  "From Your 
Valentine". It could be the 
origin of sending Valentine 
cards which in 1840 Easther 

Howland adopted and pro-
duced  f i r s t  eve r  p r i n ted  
Valentine cards in history. It is 
also assumed that Julia sud-
denly got back  her sight read-
ing the Valentine  note. 

A similar story also exists 
about a priest named Valentine 
who lived near Rome in 270 
AD. As he was a priest some 
Romans asked him what he 
thought of their gods. Valentine 
told them that all of their gods 
were false and claimed that 
Jesus Christ was the true sav-
ior and when the Roman 
Emperor Claudious, known as 
"Claudious the cruel", heard 
about this sent him to jail. 
Valentine continued practicing  
his faith even in the jail as a 
resul t  the jai lers became 
a t t r a c t e d  t o w a r d s  h i s  
faith.Even one of the jailer's 
blind daughter was healed 
through Valentine's prayer in 
Jesus's name. This incident 
was  followed by  the conver-
sion of the jailers and their 
fami l ies  in to  Chr is t ian i ty.  
Emperor  Caud ious  heard  
a b o u t  t h i s  i n c i d e n t  a n d  
beheaded Valentine on the 
ground of blasphemy. Later on 

the early church authorities 
canonised  Valentine.

Another legend of 3rd cen-
tury, approximately 270 AD, a 

good priest named Valentine 
disobeying the royal ban of 
marriage and engagement of 
all the soldiers, secretly gave 
marriage to the young lovers. 
When his secret conduct was 
found King Cludious ordered 
his death sentence. Later in 
496 AD Pope Gelasius hon-
ored him with the  title of a 
saint and set aside February 
14  to honor him.

Who was Valentine actu-
ally? It's very hard to tell. 
Consider ing the authent ic 
church history, scholars and 
historians came to a decision 
that all these tales could be 
attributed to the  same man 
who really existed in the third 
century. The original purpose 
of setting the day aside was 
nothing to do with love or mar-
riage rather to turn the day into 
a Christian festival in celebra-
tion of honoring the God of 
Christianity.

The other side of the whole 
February 14 story is hidden 
somewhere in the pagan era 
and the vast ocean of Roman 
and Greek mythology. Ancient 
Romans celebrated a feast 
called Lupercalia in honor of 
Lupercus, the god of fertility 
and protection of the shep-
h e r d s  a n d  t h e i r  f l o c k s .   
Lupercus derivated from the 

Latin word lupus means wolf. 
On the 15th day of the second 
month of  every year the 
Romans used to gather around 
"a cave on the Palatine, one of 
the Seven Hills of Rome", 
sacrificed goat and prayed to 
god Lupercus to keep their 
flocks safe and away from the 
prey of the wolves. The priest, 
called Luperci would give a 
piece of goat's skin, called 
februa or "instruments of purifi-
cation," to two young boys of 
noble birth. History says, "It 
came to be believed that if 
these youths "slapped" or 
gently struck a woman with the 
goats' hide when they ran 
round the Palatine, she might 
give birth to a little Roman the 
next year."  In Latin the action 
was called februare meaning 
"to purify." According to Roman 
belief Juno the queen of gods 
and wife of Jupiter was also the 
goddess of childbirth and in 
th is ro le she was cal led 
Februaria. Worshiping Juno for 
more childbirth was the part of 
the festival. Lupercus was to 
take care of their children too. 
Thus the Romans called the 
second month of the year 
Februarius - known today as 

"February" 
Travelling all around Europe 

t h r o u g h  t h e  c e n t u r i e s  
Valentine's Day  is celebrated 

in our eastern culture also. 
Young people of our country 
show enthusiasm towards 
celebrating this day. According 
to a survey taken among the 
owners of gift shops l ike 
"Archies" or "Hallmarks", dur-
ing the Valentine season the 
rate of sales is 50% higher than 
any other occasion. Most of the 
customers are the teenagers or 
the college-university going 
male students. Although prod-
ucts like stuffed dolls, heart-
p r in ted  mugs ,  and  hear t  
shaped candies, balloons are 
real ly popular among the 
youngsters, most of them buy 
special valentine cards, which  
could be due to inadequate 
pocket money. E- cards are a 
better option. Cosmetic jewel-
leries are also in the list. Mini a, 
student of CSE, plans to buy a 
charm bracelet for her boy-
friend Limon, whereas Limon 
plans for a candlelight dinner. 
To them celebrating Valentine 
Day is temporary but each and 
e v e r y  m o m e n t  i s  t h e i r  
Valentine celebration. "Any-
body could be my valentine : 
f r i e n d  o r  p a r e n t , "  s a y s  
Moniruzzaman agreeing with 
his friends Happy and Farzana, 

who are students of BBA pro-
gram of Stamford University.

r a c e  A s i f  a n d  R e h n u m a  

Mahbub Karim couple do not 
sit back. As a busy University 
lecturer and a prosperous 
businessman Asif always man-
ages time to spend quality 
moments with his lovely wife. 
Asif plans on a river cruise to 
an island in the remote of 
Rangamati. As it is his first 
Valentine Day with his wife he 
wants to keep it private and a 
total surprise accompanied 
with card and flowers for 
Rehnuma. Asif thinks it would 
be more than a honeymoon. 
Wait, they are not the only 
couple on Cupid's list. Other 
married young couples are 
also on the move.  Raj-
Tahsina, Rony-Nadia, Bushra- 
Tuhin, each one of them has 
something special for the day. 
Next drawing the attention 
towards the singles like Samer 
Ahmad a different view is 
found. Samer, also a lecturer, 
wants to spend the day "with 
few friends if not a lover". He 
says, " A single person should 
not feel lonely because its not 
two people who make their life 
happy, it's the person himself 
who makes himself happy".
