FAYZA HAQ

T HE recent exhibit of the works 

of the students of the Faculty 

of Fine Arts, University of 

Development Alternative (UODA), 

brought together numerous experi-

mentation with collages and crayon.

Jahangir Hossain's untitled work 

presented a neat composition of a 

rickshawpuller with sweeps of brown 

for his hands and legs. Sketches of 

black brought in the details of the 

rickshaw in front and back, as regards 

the handle and wheels. Patches of 

green, blue, red and gray-brown 

formed the hood of the rickshaw. 

Geometrical forms of brightly col-

oured paper brought in some details of 

the backdrop and formed the lights in 

the traffic junction, which stood like a 

black obelisk to the right. Yellow ochre 

and gray sweeps along with black lines 

suggested the paths in the forefront. 

The untitled work by Ferdousi 

Islam Poppy brought in a cutout figure 

of a standing man. Bits of paper out-

lined him in blue, red, ochre and black. 

Stripes and swirls of more beige, 

vermilion and blue paper helped to 

add texture to the forefront. The 

extensive use of black helped to create 

an element of mystery around the 

standing figure. Indian red, orange, 

yellow and indigo dominated the 

untitled work of Sakhawat Hossain 

Sobuj. His work presented a lopsided 

house framed by curls and geometrical 

cutout shapes and lines. Behind were 

scraps of floating grays and blues along 

with specks of dark blue and gray. 

Royal blue, black, gray and sky blue 

formed floating forms with a huge 

splash in the centre, supported by 

frames all around  in scraps of blue and 

other muted colours. The composition 

did not appear pessimistic despite the 

excessive use of black and blue which 

usually stand for dismay and sorrow. 

Lines, lines, and again lines were found 

in Mahbub Hasan Khan's untitled 

piece. Delicate vertical scratches in 

black which ended in beige splashes or 

vermilion tracings were comple-

mented with a circle, a few crosses and 

some swirls. Kazi Golam Kibria's 

contribution was also untitled. This 

presented a crescent shape with 

numerous semicircular lines, some 

being thicker than the other, giving the 

impression of bent feathers or stems of 

plants. This was in stark black and 

white and was quite appealing due to 

its simplicity.

Uttom Shah Choudhury's untitled 

piece presented masks in red, purple, 

green and blue. Some of these pre-

sented smiling faces and others crying 

or pouting. These frowning and grin-

ning masks were placed on splashes of 

coloures ranging from royal blue to 

blue black, red, yellow and burnt 

sienna. Shaymal Biswas's composition 

was made of scraps and bits and bore 

no title. There we found half a dozen 

forms in rectangular shapes of gray, 

beige, white . On them we found bits of 

yellow, yellow ochre red and white bits 

that were stuck on. Bits of white trailed 

from these forms like the tails of kits. At 

the back of the collage was red to set of 

the more muted colours.

Reema Sabiha's composition 

presented a rectangular face in black 

with mauve and yellow eyes, a green 

blob of a nose and lips that were of blue 

and yellow. A watch was the subject of 

Ramadhir Chandra Sarker and in it 

were brought the face of the watch 

with its hands, its leather band and its 

glass case which was suspended from 

the top. The work was sketched in and 

had no title. More collage work was 

seen in Ariful Alam's work which had 

scraps of blue and red striped paper 

along with other images torn from 

magazines and put together as a whole 

along with dots of red and indigo on a 

bray base. Stripes of green, blue and 

gray with a few dots and triangles were 

found in the pale background of Biplab 

Biprodas's creation. Abul Asif Mar-

shal's collage had images taken from 

Hindu and Greek mythology apart 

from photos of modern French cubist 

artists. This was in shades of beige, 

gray, pink and black. Similarly Aminul 

Hasan Litu and Aftab Hossain Hemel's 

works brought in images of trees, 

stripes of colours, suggested images of 

human, a house, arrows, dots and 

stripes in black, orange, blue, mauve 

and green.

The exhibition showed the works of 

the students who proved their creativ-

ity through the collages and sketches.
