Holders Real Madrid are doing their
best to downplay the loss of star striker
Raul for Wednesday's Champions
League quarter-final second leg
against Manchester United at Old
Trafford.

Spanish international Raul scored
twice in Real's first leg 3-1 win at the
Bernabeu two weeks ago but was ruled
out Monday following an emergency
operation for appendicitis.

After the April 8 reversal in Spain,
United boss Sir Alex Fergsuon said:
"Real have bought great players in
(Luis) Figo, (Zinedine) Zidane and
Ronaldo but for me the best player in
theworld atthe momentis Raul.

"Zidane and Ronaldo are great
players butwe can handle them.

"Raul, though, is very difficult to
play against. I only hope he (Raul) has
gone off travelling or else we have to
find some way of stopping him coming
inthe country."

The Scot may have got his wish but
Real boss Vincente Del Bosque did his
best to make light of Raul's enforced
absence.

"It's a surprise for sure, but we are
all professionals and not going to start
crying," Del Bosque insisted.

"Raul's absence is a setback. He's a
player who can add something in any
situation, but we've got a strong squad

and can cover for him."

And Real captain Fernando Hierro
even suggested that the 25-year-old
goalscorer's injury would inspire the
Spanish giants.

"We'll be playing for him now. It'sa
pity he'll be out but that's life. As a
professional there are always situa-
tionsyou can'tcontrol," Hierro said.

The most likely replacement for the
man, who has scored nine goals in the
Champions League this season and 43
in his career, is Spanish international
Jose Maria'Guti' Gutierrez.

Since beating United, Real have lost
4-2 to Real Sociedad and drawn 1-1

with Barcelonain LaLiga.

But Hierro said domestic form
would be an irrelevance on
Wednesday.

"Thelast two games will not have an
influence. This team isn't affected by
what'shappened.

"The semi-final of the Champions
League is what we are playing for now
and we will be expectingagoodresult."

And Hierro insisted Real would not
try to protect the lead Raul's double
and Luis Figo's goal had given them in
Spain.

"We're not thinking about defeat or
a draw," said Hierro, who nevertheless

added his side were braced for a tough
encounter.

"I'm sure we are going to suffer in
Manchester and it's going to be 90 long
minutes.

"Wedon'texpect United to be come
at us as timidly as they did at the
Bernabeu."

Oscar Minambres, Figo's deputy on
the left wing, is still recovering from a
sprained left ankle and his likely
absence increases the chance of former
England midfielder Steve
McManaman being on the bench.

Earlier Raul played his part in the
build-up to the game by adding his
voice to those saying United talisman
and England captain David Beckham
was on his way to Real.

"I think I addressed that (Beckham
rumours) very well when I said it only
came out when the draw was made for
the quarter-finals," said Ferguson in a
sharpresponse.

That United still have a chance in
the tie was down to Ruud van
Nistelrooy's away goal and the Dutch
striker warmed up for Wednesday's
match by scoring in last weekend's 3-1
league win over Blackburn.

But Paul Scholes, who scored twice
in that match, and fellow England
international Gary Neville will both
miss the second leg through suspen-
sion.

However, United's Argentina
midfielder Juan Sebastian Veron
should be fit after sustaining a knee
ligamentinjurylast month.

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AC Milan v Ajax Amsterdam

The tough gets going

AC Milan, boosted by the return of
defender Paolo Maldini, will find out if
their impressive home record this
season stands up against Champions
League quarter-final opponents Ajax on
Wednesday.

But for both former giants of
European football, the second leg
encounter at the San Siro, following a
scoreless draw two weeks ago in
Amsterdam, will also prove a test of
character in the face of respective
limited resources.

AC Milan, sitting third in Italy's Serie
A, have given manager Carlo Ancelotti a
selection headache - and Ajax's man-
power levels seem in an even sorrier
state.

Some doubts remain over
Portuguese midfielder Rui Costa,
meaning that Milan's midfield - already
without Clarence Seedorf (knee),
Andrea Pirlo (knee) and the lively but
suspended Gennaro Gatusso - could be
withoutareal playmaker.

Ancelotti is confident that Rui Costa
will recover in time from a recent ankle
injury, and he is set to welcome back
Maldini, complete with protective
mask, after the veteran broke his nose in
the Milan derby ten days ago.

In contrast, Ajax are in the mire, with
manager Ronald Koeman left scratching
his head at the weekend when four
players were added to a growing injury
list, now 15-strong, which must be
giving him nightmares.

Nevertheless Koeman, who won the
European Cup for Barcelona with one of
his trademark free-kicks in the 1992
final, is confident the remnants of his
young team can earn the semi-final spot
that would seal the return of Ajax - four-
times European champions - to
Europe'selite.

His cause, however, would be
boosted with the return of those players
most likely to limp off the physio's
bench.

"I still don't know who I'll have
available for the match in Milan,"
Koemanlamented Monday.

A total of 11 Ajax regulars have been
injured for a longer period, and only
midfielders Steven Pienaar, Tomas
Galasek, and to a lesser extent Andre
Bergdolmo could return in time for the
San Siro enounter.

The four who were injured Saturday
were Rafael Van der Vaart (head), Zlatan
Ibrahimovic (groin), Jari Litmanen (calf
strain) and Maxwell (ankle) - and all are
still very uncertain.

Koeman added: "The 0-0 result from
the firstleg has left us with real possibili-
ties to qualify. But my team has been hit
so hard by injuries that we won't be
going there as favourites. Far fromit.

"Thope to have Pienaar and Galasek

back in time. Both are essential to our
line-up. I'm a bit less optimistic con-
cerning Van der Vaart. His injury seems
moreserious."

While Ajax count the costs, the news
that Maldini will be patrolling Milan's
back line will have soothed Ancelotti's
dilemma.

However, the very real possibility of
avaluable away goal - which would force
the Italians to score twice in order to
advance to the semi-final first leg on
May 6 - is something Koeman feels is a
certainty.

His recent assertion that his team
"know how to score away from home in
the Champions League" is one that
Ancelottiwould do well to heed.

In the first group stage Ajax beat
French champions Lyon 2-0 away from
home, and in the second drew 1-1 with
Spanish champions Valencia in Spain -
and followed that up with respective 1-1
draws away at Arsenal and AS Roma.

And Koeman is hoping that his hosts
give them a fighting chance by playing
to to their full potential.

"Milan will probably come out
fighting, which will suit me fine," he
added.

"My players have often been more at
ease playing away from home than in
Amsterdam this season in the
Champions League," he added.

The result saw Claudio Ranieri's
men move into third place in the
Premiership table behind leaders
Manchester United and second-placed
Arsenal who are guaranteed two of the
four automatic qualifying spots.

Elsewhere, Newcastle who started
the day in third, suffered a blow when
they were held to a 1-1 draw by Aston
VillaatStJames' Park.

Liverpool, kept up their pursuit of a
Champions league place with a come
from behind 2-1 win over Charlton that
left the Reds in fifth place.

At the other end of the table, West
Ham did their best to move out of the
one remainingrelegation spotwitha1-0
winagainst Middlesbrough.

But Bolton's goalless draw against
Lancashire rivals Blackburn kept Sam
Allardyce's men four points ahead of the
Londoners.

At Stamford Bridge four different
scorers wrapped up the points for
Chelsea.

First Jimmy Floyd Hasselbaink's
pass found strike partner Eidur
Gudjohnsen and the Icelandic marks-
man's 25th minute shot gave Everton

keeper Richard Wright no chance.

Three minutes after half-time, the
Londoners were 2-0 ahead when Jesper
Gronkjaer's cross was finished off by a
spectacular looping header from
Hasselbaink which drifted into the
corner.

Chelsea's third came courtesy of
Gronkjaer, who latched onto John
Terry's free-kick in the 62nd minute
with the Everton defence static.

Lee Carsley pulled one-back in the
77th minute but it was too late and with
virtually the last kick of the match,
Gianfranco Zola's audacious lob sealed
Chelsea'swin.

Peru international Nolbeto Solano
gave Newcastle the lead at St James'
Park with Villa defender Gareth Barry at
fault.

He argued with the referee after
conceding a foul, the kick was advanced
10 metres and Solano curled the ball
into the corner to give Newcastle a 37th
minutelead.

Newcastle skipper Alan Shearer
played on with blood poring from ahead
wound that had to be bandaged twice
after an accidental clash with
Barry.Veteran striker Dion Dublin
ensured a share of the points when, after
coming on as a substitute, he scored
with his first touch of the match, head-
ing home Steve Staunton's cross in the
69th minute.

Liverpool suffered a setback at
Anfield when South Africa striker Shaun
Bartlett gave Charlton the lead in the
47thminute.

DSS: During the World Cup you
criticised Shaun Pollock's captaincy
by saying he was notas good as Cronje.
