Poems for the oppressed
Iranian Cultural Centre holds poetry evening to observe 
the Chehlom of Hazrat Imam Hossain (AS)

REUTERS, Los Angeles 

E NERGETICALLY directed in 

cinema verite style, "Manic," 

director Jordan Melamed's 

debut feature, is a stunningly potent 

story of troubled patients at a juvenile 

mental institution. 

Notable work comes from Don 

Cheadle, Joseph Gordon-Levitt and 

an ensemble that works from a script 

a cut or two above traditional "teen 

angst" scenarios. 

The gritty feature, screened at 

Sundance in 2001, is being released by 

IFC Films. Nicely spare dialogue, 

including unexpected and welcome 

funny moments, should capture 

some interest, but because of intru-

sive, overly stylized camera moves 

and the lack of stronger character 

arcs, the diagnosis for "Manic" isn't 

promising for a potent art house run. 

The original, believable handling of 

the topic may slowly build a niche 

rental market among younger audi-

ences, who can relate to the charac-

ters' anger and feelings of helpless-

ness. 

The film centers on Lyle (Gordon-

Levitt), who is committed by his mom 

to an indefinite stay at Northward 

Mental Institution after his baseball 

bat attack on a kid, his latest bout of 

violent outrage. 

Gordon-Levitt is admirable as the 

silent, remote Lyle, making his way 

through the world with rage as his 

main companion. Refreshingly, the 

volatile character is worlds away from 

the actor's role as a precocious extra-

terrestrial in "3rd Rock From the Sun." 

Lyle's roommate at the clinic is the 

repressed Kenny (Cody Lightning of 

"Smoke Signals"), whose own sexual 

abuse is revisited upon younger kids. 

Lyle's sympathy for the downtrodden 

Kenny is one of his more compassion-

ate traits. We're also introduced to 

other institution patients, including 

wannabe street punk Michael (Eden 

Henson), who becomes Lyle's instant 

enemy, and psychologically damaged 

Tracy (Zooey Deschanel), quiet by 

day but filled with screaming terror 

during her dreams. 

A real delight here is Cheadle, por-

traying Dr. David Monroe, a well-

liked professional at the institution. 

He immediately engages our sympa-

thy as he guides the youngsters into 

finding meaning and taking responsi-

bility for their lives. When the kids 

backslide, which is often, he takes it all 

too personally but without falling into 

the film cliche of therapist in perpet-

ual doubt about his work. 

Opening scenes of the digital video 

production bounce us through a diz-

zying series of hand-held camera 

shots, underscoring the lead charac-

ter's bewilderment as he's tranquil-

ized and mustered into the mental 

health facility. Things settle down a 

bit when someone locates a tripod, 

though the camera continues to bob-

ble among characters, rather than cut-

ting from face to face. Melamed's idea 

of getting us into the characters' 

heads is to crop the characters tightly 

in unconventional close-ups, but this 

self-conscious conceit doesn't work. 

What is effective are faces excruciat-

ingly unglamourized, bare of makeup 

or long on cuts and bruises. 

Much too pointedly earnest is the 

film's use of metaphors. Troubled 

patient Chad (co-writer Michael 

Bacall) uses a copy of Albert Camus' 

"The Myth of Sisyphus" (about mean-

ing in life) to attack an attendant. And 

as Sara (Sara Rivas) and Chad wrangle 

passionately over the imagery of free-

dom in Van Gogh's "Wheat Field With 

Crows," another patient stands out-

side, yearningly imitating the cries of 

real crows. 

To the credit of Melamed and 

scripters Bacall and Blayne Weaver, 

the film does not provide easy, char-

acter-changing epiphanies. Neither 

does it excuse violence, even when 

"justified." Recidivism and disap-

pointments in the characters' prog-

ress are part of what make this a con-

vincing tale, but victories are too 

small and understated for a real 

catharsis.
