Dear Dr. Tech,
Is it true that the title bar in 

Internet Explorer can be 
changed? You can actually 
change the default title 
yourself to whatever you want 
it to be? Please let me know 
how?

Dear Simon,

Yes, it's true! Changing the 
title is a simple process that 
only requires you to change 
one 'key' in your registry. 

The standard disclaimers 
apply: don't ever add random 
keys to your registry or delete 
keys unless you really, really 
know what you're doing.

Let's get to it!
Run the Registry Editor by 

opening the Start menu and 
selecting Run. Type "regedit" 
and click OK.

Hit F3 to bring up the 
search menu and type 

"window title." That should 
take you to the following key: 

KEY_CURRENT_USER\S
oftware\Microsoft\Internet 
Explorer\Main

If the search doesn't find 
anything, navigate to the 
above key by clicking in the 
left-hand side of the Registry 
Editor.

If the key exists, simply 
double click on the words 
Window Title. In the window 
that pops-up, edit the Value 
Data to whatever you want 
your default title to be.

If there is no Window Title, 
you'll need to create it. In the 
Edit menu, select New and 
String Value. Change the 
Name to "Window Title" and 
then set the Value Data.

Close and restart Internet 
Explorer, and there you go!

ICROSOFT Corp. M said on Monday it 
has developed a 

next-generation personal 
computer  with Hewlett-
Packard Co. aimed at helping 
users who juggle phones calls, 
faxes, cell phones, e-mail, 
instant messaging and video 
conferencing as part of their 
jobs. 

Described as the Next Gen-
eration Enterprise Personal 
Computer and code-named 
"Athens," the concept PC is 
translucent hardware that 
sports a wide flat-panel display 
with a CD-ROM drive, camera 
and telephone handset, among 
other features. 

U s i n g  s o f t w a r e  a n d  a  
Bluetooth wireless technology, 
the computer can detect what 
kind of task a user is doing and 
provide alerts in an appropri-
ate manner. 

For example, a user in a 
video conference would be 

shown as "busy" on messaging 
services and incoming phone 
calls would be directed to 
voicemail. Indicator lights on 
the PC also flash and change 
color depending on the priority 
of a phone call, e-mail or 
instant message. 

Much of such functionality 
is already available through 
specialized hardware and 
software makers, often at high 
prices, but Microsoft and HP 
are betting corporate clients 
will be willing to buy such PCs 
to boost their workers' produc-
tivity. 

Redmond, Washington-
based Microsoft has been 
investing heavily to boost PC 
sales and branch out into new 
products as PC growth contin-
ues to slow. 

The Athens PC, which will be 
shown by Microsoft Chairman 
Bill Gates at the Windows Hard-
ware Engineering Conference 
this week, is at least one to two 
years from commercialization, 
a Microsoft official said.

next-generation PC prototype

T HERE is no doubt that 
Internet has become a 
major part of our every-

day life. And to access the net, 
technologies have developed 
quite a few options, among which 
Very Small Aperture Terminal 
(VSAT) is widely used in the coun-
try. Most of the Internet Service 
Providers (ISPs) use this technol-
ogy. 

High-speed broadband and 
email access via direct two-way 
interactive transmit-receive 
VSAT terminal is now possible on 
a large scale. 

The VSAT technology was 
developed by Dr. Ernest Simo in 
association with Hughes Net-
work System in 1983. He was a 
finalist at the NASA-Astronaut 
selection programme twice and 
also a pioneer in the Code Divi-
sion Multiple Access (CDMA) 
technology.

VSAT allows a user to provide 
services in a cost-effective man-
ner where terrestrial services are 
not easily attainable or reliable. 
VSAT technology is a perfect 
disaster recovery or diverse 
routing solution. VSATs are used 
for various purposes such as 
Domestic Satellite System, Mili-
tary Application, Electronic News 
Gathering, Direct TV reception 
and GPS.

VSAT is basically a very small 
antenna receiving signals elec-
tronically through radio wave. 
There are two types of frequency 
bands used so far by the VSAT. C 
bands transmit at 3.7 to 4.2 GHz 
downlink and 5.925 to 6.425 GHz 
uplink band of frequency. C band 
has merit in tropical areas with 
heavy rainfall. Ku band on the 
other hand is the microwave 
frequency band between 11.7 to 
12.2 GHz receive and 14.0 to 14.5 
GHz transmit. It is more suscepti-
ble to rain fade (compared to C 
band); however, it allows sub-
stantially smaller antennas and it 

is much more immune to terres-
trial interference and noise.
Transmission techniques for 
outlink:

A large outlink carrier from the 
hub is shared amongst all the 
customer terminals. The bit rate 
is upto 60 Mbits/s. The format of 
this carrier is Quadrature or 8 
phase Phase Shift Keying (QPSK 
or 8-PSK). These are ways of 
transmitting digital data.
Return channel satellite termi-
nals (RCST) outdoor unit 
(ODU):

The outdoor ODU equipment 
comprises a parabolic antenna 
reflector, feed, otho-mode trans-
d u c e r ,  f i l t e r s  a n d  t r a n s-
mit/receive radio frequency 
modules.
Return channel satellite termi-
nals (RCST) indoor unit:

The RCST is an integrated unit 
with connections for the two 
coaxial cables to the antenna and 
a CAT5 10/100 Base-T connec-
tion for an ethernet cable direct 
to the customers computing 
equipment. There is also the 
mains power input.
Connecting your PC:

The least complex installation 
will be a single PC connected with 
an ethernet cable. A local router is 
used to enable many computers 
on a local area network to con-
nect.
