HEN she lived, she

was luminous her-
self and always illumined others
around with her own grace. And
now that it has been a year
since she left us, her memory
and works still show us the way
to a meaningful life. She was
amongst the pioneer women of
the country in fields of educa-
tion, literature, culture and
human welfare, Dr. Neelima
Ibrahim.

June 18 was Neelima
Ibrahim's first death anniver-
sary. The occasion was
observed with due fervour by
Neelima l|brahim Bangladesh
Study Centre. A memorial meet
was arranged at the VIP
Lounge of the National Press
Club with Nurjahan Begum,
Editor of the reputed weekly
Begum, as the chief guest. The
occasion also saw the launch-
ing of a Memorial Book on
Neelima Ibrahim.

The programme started with
a Tagore-song--Kon alotey
praaner pradeep jaliye tumi
dhoraatey aasho--performed
by Mita Haque. Earlier one-
minute silence was observed in
honour of Neelima Ibrahim's
memory. Professor Biswajit
Ghosh read out the biography
of Neelima Ibrahim.

Dr. Neelima Ibrahim was
born in 1921--the year Dhaka
University was founded.
Remarkably she received the
first ever Ph.D. from the institu-
tion's Bangla department. She
later joined the department as a
teacher.

Besides her career in teach-
ing, she also earned a name in

In his tribute, actor Ramendu
Majumder informed that
Neelima Ibrahim had immense
love for theatre. In the post-
Independence Bangladesh,
she founded a theatre group
named 'Rangana’. She was the
key-influence behind the intro-
duction of a course on drama at
the BAFA. And it was Neelima
Ibrahim who founded the
Mohila Samiti, one of the coun-
try's reputed theatre auditori-
ums.

As a writer Neelima Ibrahim
paved all major genres of litera-
ture. Nurjahan Begum informed
that Neelima had also contrib-
uted to her magazine. The first
story published in Begum was
Marongami Shurjo. Afterwards
a number of short stories like
Shaswata Nari, Petticoat Gov-
ernment, a few essays and two
novels--Pathsranto and Bish
Shataker Nari--were published
in the magazine.

Neelima Ibrahim's husband
Dr. Mohammad Ibrahim also
spoke on the occasion. While
recollecting the deceased life
partner, Dr. Ibrahim became
emotional. The whole audience
felt the sadness created by the
vacuum when someone like
Neelima Ibrahim who was
meant to guide others in the
light of everything that is good.
The tribute to Neelima Ibrahim
ended with a song performed
by Lina Taposhi Khan.

Young piano enthusiasts

Musicians speak their minds

EHJABEEN Rahman,

who runs I'Ecole de

Musique, that recently
presented an hour of piano music at
the Alliance Francaise, said, "I'm
quite pleased with my students. I've
spent three years to a few months
on each of them, who have a class
with me once a week. Some have a
piano at home while others come to
Alliance Francaise to practice. This
year the preparation for the stu-
dents' concert at the Fete de la
Musique has been challenging as
many of my students have been
preparing for school exams at the
same time, while others have
careers to see to. Again, last year
they had the opportunity to have
practiced longer."

Talking about the basis on which
she had selected the pieces for the
day, Rahman said, "It was based on
technique. Aditya, for instance, has
played for almost four years with me
and has developed the ability of
sight reading. He also understands
the notes. For him I've chosen
Chopin pieces such as the waltz
from the Brown index. Fete de la
Musique is music for all and is not a
formality and so we had classical,
semi classical and light music. For
Tawfique | chose Charles Gounod's
'Faust' and 'Ballad for Adelin' which
is played in the Richard layderman
style. | chose it because it is popular
and arelaxing piece. The little ones,
like Sadia Zaman, were playing
pieces like 'Joyful, joyful' from
Beethoven while Otonu Boruwa,
who has been learning for only two
months, played 'Twinkle twinkle little
star' by Mozart. Deel Farzana is
playing a hymn 'Should old acquain-
tances be forgotten' as well as
'Traumarai' by Schubert."

Touching on the subject of the
demand for piano music in Bangla-
desh, Rahman said, "There is an
increase in the demand of the well-
to-do to have their children playing
the piano as it is not easy to afford,
since the musical instrument has to
be rented or bought apart from the
tuition fees." Asked how she came
into piano music herself, Rahman
said, "I had my own training at the
Dhaka International School with

Korean teachers. | take part in
church concerts as often as possi-
ble. Now I'm learning the flute."

"I played four pieces", said
Aditya. "The first being a minuetin G
by Bach, while the other three are by
Chopin, the first being a waltz Opus
18, waltz Opus 69 and a waltz from
the Brown index. My teacher chose
the pieces for me. It was my father
who encouraged me to go into piano
playing. At home my people tend to
be culturally inclined. As my house
is close by I can give time to my
music quite easily despite my

school routine. I've my own piano at
home and this proves to be a great
help."

Deel Farzana said, "l was inter-
ested in music for quite some time. |
used to play the keyboard and
performed at several musical
programmes before at the Mahila
Samity and Guide House. | had
played at four concerts at Alliance
Francaise as well. I've completed
my masters in Anthropology and
hope to study at the Asian Institute
of Technology at Bangkok. At
