Padma records further rise
More low-lying
areas may go
under water

The Nood situation in Chapai-
nawabganj district may deterio-
rate and more low-lying areas in
Rajbari, Munshiganj and Narayan-
ganj are likely to be inundated as
the Padma recorded further rise al
various points in the last 24 hours,

The rivers across the country
recorded rise at 29 points and fall
at 37 points while they were flow-
ing above danger levels at slx
points, according to the Flood
Forecasting and Warning Centre,

In the Brahamaputra basin, the
Brahmaputra-Jamuna  registered
slight rise at Bahadurabad and
Sirajganj and Aricha, The river was
Nowing above danger level by 22
cm at Aricha.

The Brahmaputra aid the Ja-
muna, however, recorded fall in
the upstream.

The water level of old Brah-
maputra rose [urther at Jamalpur
and Mymensingh while the Buri-

ganga saw slight rise in Dhaka.
