A RANNYAK Natyadal is staging 

i t s  c u r r e n t  p r o d u c t i o n  

Sangkranti, arranged by Amra 

Bholabashi, at the public library 

auditorium for giving a hand to those 

who survived the launch disaster near 

Bhola a few days back.

 In Sangkranti the playwright 

Mamunur Rashid portrays the realistic 

scenario of the plight of village artistes 

known as "Shangs" living in the greater 

Mymensigh region. The aim of the 

playwright is to save this decaying art. 

The Shang artistes are general farmers, 

but the art they display has a unique 

quality and deserves a place in the 

history of drama. As we know that art is 

always a sharp weapon against op-

pressors, that is why the theme of this 

play is to show the struggle of the 

artistes against the oppressors. The 

playwright has given very good mes-

sages such as the Shangs caring inter-

est for their art and instruments. At the 

same time, in this play we see a com-

mon feature of the feudal lords who 

always try to restrict the art using their 

evil power. However, in some se-

quences, sufferings of the Shangs 

seem to be exaggerated.

As usual, Mamunur Rashid shows 

his talent as a director in this play. The 

physical composition of the play is 

remarkable. It is, in fact, a typical 

direction by Mamunur Rashid. 

Set-design by Faiz Zahir is also very 

simple. A symbolic Shang in colourful 

torn and tattered cloth is used as the 

set. To create a realistic effect, real 

chairs have been used every now and 

then for composition. 

Thandu Rayhan, the light designer, 

is also successful in his efforts. How-

ever, in some scenes due to light 

designing, the expressions of the 

performers cannot be read and the 

symbolic colours that he has used are 

not up to the mark. 

Arannyak Natyadal always patron-

izes new talents. In this play also we 

see some promising young perform-

ers. We hope that Arannyak Nattyadal 

will continue to play an active role, 

with standard production  in the 

coming days and  play an active role in 

upholding  the rural performing art.

T WO groups were actively 

working for the new move-

ment in the French cinema of 

the late 1950s: the Cahiers du Cinema  

film critics like Jean-Luc Godard, 

Francois Truffaut, Claude Chabrol, 

Eric Rohmer and Jacques Rivette; and 

the Left-Bank group led by Alain 

Resnais, Agnes Varda, Jean Rouch and 

Chris Marker. The first group was 

writing in favour of the auteur (author) 

cinema and the second group was 

propagating for a more politically and 

socially conscious cinema as they 

were progressive or left-oriented film 

activists. Besides these two groups 

were the filmmakers who were making 

films independently from the early 

and mid-1950s. Alexandre Astruc, 

Jacques Tati, Georges Franju, Louis 

M a l l e ,  J a c q u e s  D e m y ,  A l b e r t  

Lamorisse, Roger Vadim, and the likes 

belonged to this group. They put all 

their efforts together to make this film 

movement the best ever film move-

ment in the history of world cinema.

Louis Malle made his first film Lift 

to the Scaffold in 1957. It had a consid-

erable success and won him Prix Louis 

Delluc (Louis Delluc Prize) for the best 

first film. The film's next revelation 

was acting talent of Jeanne Moreau.  

Next year saw the release of his film 

The Lovers. The film caused a consid-

erable scandal but put Malle and 

Moreau on the international map. At 

the time, his success could make him 

pursue his career in formula film, but 

he refused to do so. In Zazie (1959), he 

experimented more audaciously and 

gaily than anyone since the silent days. 

The next important film by Malle is 

The Fire Within (1963), considered by 

many to be his best film. This sombre 

film about the last few days in the life 

of an alcoholic before he commits 

suicide, shows astonishing perception 

and authority of Louis Malle. 

Louis Malle, meantime, had made 

several films before he went to India in 

1969, for making a documentary. He 

stayed there for six months and made 

a feature-length documentary Cal-

cutta  and a seven-part TV documen-

tary Phantom India. Critics greeted his 

Indian documentaries with admira-

tion. Murmur of the Heart (1971) is a 

subject very close to his own experi-

ence and made with warmth and 

delicacy. He dealt a very delicate 

subject lightly so that none objected to 

it. Lacombe Lucien (1973) is about a 

young French labourer who gain self-

e s t e e m  b y  b e c o m i n g  a  N a z i -

collaborator. The best film of the 

second half of his career is Goodbye, 

Children! (1987), an autobiographical 

film based on his own experiences 

during the Second World War. This 

touching story concerns the friendly 

relationship that grows up between a 

Catholic boy and a Jewish boy. This 

film won 'the Golden Lion' at Venice 

Film Festival in 1987. 

Zahir Raihan Film Society will 

screen 12 of Malle's best films. The 

two-part retrospective of his films 

will be screened in association with 

the Alliance Francaise at its audito-

rium in September and October, 

2003. Two films are being screened 

each day at 5.00pm and at 7.00pm. 

The screening schedule is as follows: 

Lift to the Scaffold and The Lovers on 

21 September, Zazie and The Fire 

Within on 22 September, Lacombe 

Lucien and India: A Film Journey on 

23 September; Atlantic City and 

Murmur of the Heart on 13 October, 

Pretty Baby and Goodbye Children on 

14 October, Vanya on 42nd Street and 

Damage on 15 October. 

Louis Malle was born on 30 October 

1932 in Thuimeries, France, to rich 

parents. The strict Catholic family did 

not give in to his early passion for 

cinema. After a Catholic schooling, 

Malle entered the Sorbonne University 

in Paris from where he graduated in 

political science. Then he joined Insti-

tute of Higher Cinematographic Stud-

ies in Paris as a student and graduated 

in 1953. Jacques-Yves Cousteau, the 

famous oceanographer and documen-

tary filmmaker, asked Malle to join his 

expedition to film undersea life as the 

cinematographer and co-director. The 

project resulted in the beautiful docu-

mentary The Silent World that won 'the 

Golden Palm' at the Cannes Film 

Festival in 1956. From then on he 

ceaselessly made films till he died on 23 

November 1995 of Cancer at Beverly 

Hills in California, USA. Our tributes to 

this film maestro!

W HAT exactly does it take to 

get a break as a television 

writer in Hollywood, 

much less an Emmy nomination? Well, 

according to eight Emmy-nominated 

writers, it can take anything from years 

on New York's stand-up comedy 

circuit to having to create a fictitious 

talent agency just to catch your first 

break.
