There were two special prizes for
two movies, Lal Shalu from Bangla-
desh picked by Tanvir Mokammel,
and Little Angel from Sri Lanka with
Somaratne Dissanayake, each
collecting the honourand $1,000.

In the midst of all the celebra-
tions, the organising committee took
out time for a quiet homage and a
special award from the film industry
to Rahman--an eminent actor of the
1950s-'60s. A.H. Mofazzal received
iton behalf of Rahman.

The evening was wrapped up with
another noted speaker Mofazzal
Karim. His role as master of cere-
mony, kept the audience smiling with
his spontaneous speech mentioning
unadulterated entertainment ruling
over the so-called commercial hits.

Elton John hit gets classical cover

IR Elton John is to team up

with cellist Julian Lloyd

Webber to record a classical
version of one of his most famous
hits, Your Song. The instrumental
version of the track will feature on
Lloyd Webber's latest album, Made in
England. "I always thought it was a
track that could work really well with
the cello," Lloyd Webber said.

Sir Elton recently topped the
singles charts with a remix of his '70s
track Are You Ready For Love? "It
was just great working with him. | had
this chance to celebrate 20 years with
Universal and they gave me the
opportunity to do a few new things
that | really wanted to do," said Lloyd
Webber.

The composer said he enjoyed
working with Sir Elton. The two
recorded the classical version in July.
"It was brilliant. He's a very inspiring
guy to work with because he loves
people and he loves life. He just
comes in and plays note perfect and
has such a great feel for his music,"
he said.

Unlike Shakespeare's other
popular plays, Troilus and Cressida
has a unique place in the whole
work of the most revered playwright
of English literature. The play has no
such central characters like Hamlet,
Macbeth, King Lear or Othello.
Although the play revolves round
the historic war of Troy, the Shake-
spearean classic is absolutely an
‘anti-war' piece. And, in spite of its
tragic nature, critics generally
categorise the play as a problem
play like Measure for Measure.

Syed Shamsul Hug thinks that
Troilus and Cressida has given him
such things that he has not found in

any other Shakespearean plays.
Huq especially mentions the debate
over principle that is depicted in the
play through activities like deviation
from the truth and vow of love. Huq
also refers to the rich dialogues tuned
with humour and reason in the play.

Syed Huq has handed over the
translation to the reputed theatre
group Nagorik Ntya Sampraday.
Directed by Ataur Rahman, the play
is expected to come on the stage
early next year. Nagorik maintains
that with this new piece of Shake-
speare on stage, the theatre-lovers of
the country will discover some inspir-
ing novelty.
