ILM for the People', being 
the theme of this year's 
International Film Festival, 

primed the awards giving ceremony. 
The programme was hosted at 
National Museum on Thursday night, 
September 25. It was a tribute to the 
'clean pictures' otherwise stated as 
'Shustho Cholochitro'.

The function acknowledged  
growth of a new genre of film-making-
-that of the untainted entertainment--
with a special band of noted person-
alities taking the stage led by A.H. 
Mofazzal Karim, Chairman of the 
Festival Committee who also pre-
sided the function. He was followed 
by Golam Rabbani, Festival Director; 
chief guest Sadeque Hossain Khoka, 
Mayor of Dhaka Metropolitan City 
Corporation; special guest Azam J. 
Chowdhury, Managing Director of 
Mobil Jamuna Lubricants Ltd. Jury 
Board Chairman Shafiq Rehman, 
accompanied by the Members of the 
Jury Board--Bente Talstadmaalen 
f r o m  N o r w a y ;  R a n j a n e e  
Pathnauibhushanra from Srilanka, 
Justino Dormiendo from Philippines 
and Paolo Minute from Italy, was also 
present on the stage.

The speakers took the dais one by 
one with Golam Rabbani making the 
introduction. He emphasized on the 

fact of producing quality movies and 
clean picture. The crowd turnout for 
such films pleased him, which proved 
the need for stain-free amusement.

Azam J. Chowdhury reiterated 
the same facts and also added that 

the festival's promotion of excellent 
pictures as success. He felt that 
such occasions should help both the 
audience and the filmmaker. Finally, 
he committed Mobil's continuous 
participation to support such 
programmes for social causes.

Jury Board head Shafiq Rehman 
took the podium to conduct the 
award distribution. He introduced 
the Jury Board Members from 
onstage. Adding on his speech, he 
remarked the accomplishment of 
'serene films' as the ultimate winner. 
He believed that the overall man-
agement of the occasion could 
make use of some more improve-
ment, he said. 'The city has given 
birth to yet another child -the film 
festival. Please take the baby and 
now it is up to you to see for the 
betterment', conveyed Shafiq 
Rehman while directing a speech 
towards the Mayor.

Jury Board Members then made 
the long-anticipated official presen-
tation to the winning films. Lesson 
One: a Wail, the movie from India 
clinched Best Picture Award col-
lected by Aryadan Shoukath Ali, the 
script writer. He received the Don 
Quixote Certificate from Paolo 
Minute from Italy, and $3,000 prize 
money from Azam J. Chowdhury as 
the Mobil award. The runner-up 
statuette was picked by Nabin 
Subba from Nepal for the movie A 
Beautiful Flower.

There were two special prizes for 
two movies, Lal Shalu from Bangla-
desh picked by Tanvir Mokammel, 
and Little Angel from Sri Lanka with 
Somaratne Dissanayake, each 
collecting the honour and $1,000.

In the midst of all the celebra-
tions, the organising committee took 
out time for a quiet homage and a 
special award from the film industry 
to Rahman--an eminent actor of the 
1950s-'60s. A.H. Mofazzal received 
it on behalf of Rahman.

The evening was wrapped up with 
another noted speaker Mofazzal 
Karim. His role as master of cere-
mony, kept the audience smiling with 
his spontaneous speech mentioning 
unadulterated entertainment ruling 
over the so-called commercial hits. 
He mentioned the record number 
turnover of overwhelmed viewers in 
the last one week to see the films 
from the festival.

It was evident from the award 
ceremony that the films that won 
tried to portray child marriage, 
polygamy, religious pressure and 
cultural transition as burning issues.

Speakers agreed that films can 
be a means to mass consciousness 
built to protest against such unethi-
cal views.

I had 
this chance to celebrate 20 years with 
Universal and they gave me the 
opportunity to do a few new things 
that I really wanted to do," said Lloyd 
Webber.

The track was recently used in the 
hit film Moulin Rouge, which starred 
Nicole Kidman and Ewan McGregor.

The composer said he enjoyed 
working with Sir Elton. The two 
recorded the classical version in July. 
"It was brilliant. He's a very inspiring 
guy to work with because he loves 
people and he loves life. He just 
comes in and plays note perfect and 
has such a great feel for his music," 
he said.

Settling abroad
Sometimes situation arises when 
one has to take decisions against 
will and this is what happened in my 
case also. Though I have settled in 
America, I love everything about my 
country and it is always wonderful to 
get back here.

Depriving the fans?
I know that I have a big number of 
fans here and was gradually getting 
detached from the musical sce-
nario. It was then that I felt the need 
to start the second innings of my life 
and recorded my CD Diner Sheshey 
at the request of Mahbubur Rahman 
Joinal of Tonatuni.

How it all began
It was my elder sister who was 
learning music; but seeing my 
interest, very soon my parents 
arranged a music teacher for me 
too, and that was the beginning. I 
came in contact with Jhinga 
Shanskritik Gosthi, and eminent 
Kalim Sharafi took the first initiative 
to record my voice. Sunilo Sagore 
was my first song, which became 
immensely popular. Afterwards I got 

enlisted as regular singer at the 
Bangladesh Betar. 

Identity as a singer
I've always wanted to be known as a 
Rabindra singer but I haven't limit 
myself in that circle only. I've sung 
modern songs, songs of the yester-
years. I have even playbacked for 
films.

Practice of Rabindra 
songs in our country
Singers, research scholars, poets 
and writers of our country are trying 
to keep the spirit of Ranbindranath 
vibrant possibly more than any-
where else. In fact, we are practicing 
Tagore most from any sense.

Rabindra singers of the 
present time
Singers of present time are doing 
quite well. Singers like Fahim 
Hossa in ,  Sad i  Mohammad,  
Rezwana Chowdhury Bannya, 
Papiya Sarwar and Mita Haque are 
all dedicated singers. We are 
extremely lucky to get Zahidur 
Rahim, Iqbal Ahmed and Ajit Ray as 
our forefathers in this field.

Achievements
I am happy with whatever I've got 
and am proud to have been a part of 
the war of independence. As an 
artist of Shadhin Bangla Betar 
Kendra I feel proud of my voice for 
this, that it has emanate our country-
man to fight for the country. Getting 
an award from an institution, even 
from the government, is not every-

thing. The most valuable reward is 
the love of people, which I got and 
am still getting enormously. But it is 
not possible for one to achieve 
everything in a lifetime.

Expectations
Had there been a steady political 
atmosphere and healthy practice of 
music, no one would have had to 
leave the country like me.

Future plans

Eminent litterateur Syed Shamsul 
Huq has recently finished translat-
ing yet another Shakespearean play 
Troilus and Cressida.

Syed Shamsul Huq is an insepa-
rable name in the field of translation-
literature in the country. Renowned 
actor-director-dramatist of the 
subcontinent Utpal Dutta also 
considered Huq's translations, 
especially that of Macbeth, as one of 
the best works in the translation-
literature of the whole world. Huq 
has also effectively translated 
Shakespeare's The Tempest.

Unlike Shakespeare's other 
popular plays, Troilus and Cressida 
has a unique place in the whole 
work of the most revered playwright 
of English literature. The play has no 
such central characters like Hamlet, 
Macbeth, King Lear or Othello. 
Although the play revolves round 
the historic war of Troy, the Shake-
spearean classic is absolutely an 
'anti-war' piece. And, in spite of its 
tragic nature, critics generally 
categorise the play as a problem 
play like Measure for Measure.

Syed Shamsul Huq thinks that 
Troilus and Cressida has given him 
such things that he has not found in 

any other Shakespearean plays. 
Huq especially mentions the debate 
over principle that is depicted in the 
play through activities like deviation 
from the truth and vow of love. Huq 
also refers to the rich dialogues tuned 
with humour and reason in the play.

Syed Huq has handed over the 
translation to the reputed theatre 
group Nagorik Ntya Sampraday. 
Directed by Ataur Rahman, the play 
is expected to come on the stage 
early next year. Nagorik maintains 
that with this new piece of Shake-
speare on stage, the theatre-lovers of 
the country will discover some inspir-
ing novelty.
