Ashraful, all-rounder Sanwar
Hossain and left-arm paceman
Monijurul Islam were also left out
from the camp that would begin at
the Bangabandhu National Stadium
from October 1 under the supervi-
sion of coach Dav Whatmore.

"They have been left out
because of their performance or the
lack of it," said chief selector
Faruque Ahmed while talking to the
Daily Star Sport.

19-year-old Ashraful, the youn-

gest centurion on Test debut, had
only been dropped once for a series
before his latest omission.

After his astonishing debut
innings against Sri Lanka exactly
two years ago when he scored 114,
the prodigious right-hander never
lived up to that promise. Till date,
has scored only 592 runs in 15 Tests
atanaverage 0f 20.41.

After a miserable tour of

Australia, Ashraful made an encour-
aging 77 in the first innings of the
second Test against Pakistan in
Peshawar during the Tigers'
recently concluded tour. But his next
three innings' fetched 7, 12 and 3
runs. In the one-day international
series, Ashraful was absolutely
down in the dumps after losing his
wicket in the very first over in three
consecutive matches.

Hosts Bangladesh will meet New
Zealand in one of the opening day
fixtures in next year's ICC Under-19
Youth World Cup. The fixture for the
February 15-March 5 event was
released yesterday.

Prime Minister Khaleda Zia is
expected to inaugurate the cricket
carnival in a grand ceremony at the
Bangabandhu National on February
15. The 16-team juvenile meet is
going to be biggest international
cricket competition since Dhaka
hosted the ICC mini World Cup in
1998.

Barring the confirmation of two
African and European teams which
would be known after a regional
qualifier, the fixture was finalised
during yesterday's inter-ministerial

meeting chaired by State Minister
for Youth and Sports Fazlur
Rahman.

But the official unveiling of the
World Youth Cup logo will take place
on November 11 at city hotel. ICC
president Ehsan Mani and chief
executive Malcolm Speed will be
presenton the occasion.

Bangladesh have been pencilled
in the Group C along with India, New
Zealand and Scotland.

Ten Test playing nations and six
associate members of the world
body will take part in the competi-
tion. The teams will be split into four
groups spread across eight different
venues in the country.

After the six-day first round
encounters, the top two finishers
from each group will play in an eight-
team Super League round (Cup
round) while the rest will concen-
trate on the Plate section.

The Cup final will be held on
March 5 at the big bowl with the

Plate final taking place at the
Fatullah Cricket Stadium a day
earlier.

Talking to The Daily Star Sport,
tournament director Roquibul
Hasan said on Sunday that there
was one major change in the playing
conditions.

"All matches after the first round
would continue into a second day
without break. But in the case of the
Cup final if a game is weather-
affected, then it will played on the
reserve day," he said.

Bangladesh Cricket Board (BCB) is
planning to allocate an enclosure
exclusively for the travelling English
cricket fans at Bangabandhu
National Stadium (BNS) during
Bangladesh's home series against
England next month.

Around 100 England fans, popu-
larly known as the Barmy Army,
have already expressed their desire
to cheer Michael Vaughan's team
that will fly in Dhaka on October 8 to
play two Tests and three one-day
internationals.

"We are receiving encouraging
responses from the English fans.
Around a hundred have already
sent their papers to us for tickets
and hotel reservations,"”
Bangladesh Cricket Board's secre-
tary for Tickets and Seating
Committee Tariq Chowdhury told
The Daily Star yesterday.

The presence of the lively band
of English fans will certainly add
colour to England's maiden tour of
Bangladesh.

"We will definitely offer them the
best possible hospitality," said Tariq
adding that they were planning to
allocate the merry Englishmen in
the Executive Enclosure under-
neath the media box of the big bowl.

"Presently we have 80 seats in

that enclosure. | hope they will enjoy
the view from that part of the sta-
dium," said Tariq who also informed
that each English fan will have to
pay Taka 400 to watch a Test match
and Taka 700 for a one-dayer in
Dhaka.

The secretary of the sitting
committee also disclosed that they
have fixed the rates of two types of
hospitality boxes at the BNS. The
cost of an AC box is Taka 60,000
while a non-AC will cost Taka
40,000.

Rate of tickets for the western
and eastern galleries have been
fixed at Taka 40 and 30 respectively
for the two one-day matches.

Dalmiya demands WC cash

Indian cricket board president
Jagmohan Dalmiya on Sunday seta
November 1 deadline for the
International Cricket Council (ICC)
to release India's share of World
Cup money before it takes legal
action.

"We will resort to arbitration and
appoint appropriate agencies to
investigate the claims if the money
is not released by that date,”
Dalmiya said shortly after winning
his third term at the helm.

The ICC withheld India's share of
the proceeds due to damage claims

from its financial agencies, the
Global Cricket Corporation (GCC)
and World Sport Nimbus, who said
they suffered financial losses from a
contracts row involving Indian
players.

Dalmiya said that since at least
two main sponsors, Pepsi and Hero-
Honda, were not interested in any
claims, there was no reason to hold
back the 6.5 million dollars due to
the Indian board.

"The sponsors are not rigid and
the GCC's claims of loss of revenue
from TV advertisements, too, is not
convincing as there was a record
booking of advertisements during
this year's World Cup," he said.

Dalmiya criticised the ICC's
financial wing for launching "frivo-
lous and fictitious claims," and its

poor marketing of the tournament.

The Indian board also formally
approved the implementation of a
graded contracts system for interna-
tional players, but no details were
immediately available.

Meanwhile, Indian officials have
asked the ICC to extend its 10-year
Test Championship programme by
at least two years to ease the pres-
sure on players.

"The 10-year programme is too
cramped," Dalmiya said on Sunday.

"To play countries four times,
twice at home and twice away in that
period, is too tough," he told a news
conference after the board's two-
day annual general meeting which
raised concerns over the volume of
