Lemon was beaten up and 
handed over to police who later 
recovered a hand held loudspeaker 
and an antenna from a laundry shop 
at Ghat Farhadbeg under Kotowali 
thana. Aman Ullah is the owner of 
the laundry shop. 

Police arrested Aman Ullah for 
his alleged involvement in the theft. 
Acting on his statement, the police 
recovered the wireless machine 
from the office of Notary Public 
Salim Ullah.

At the Kotowali police station, 
Aman Ullah told this correspondent 
that he also works as a peon-cum-
stamp vendor at the office of Salim 
Ullah who is his brother.
