To express the 
inner human feelings Rafi has 
chosen the style of abstract 
expressionism and those are by 
etching. He has also used water 
colour. He is influenced by 
Mohammed Kibria and Monirul 
Islam.

He says, "I always keep in mind 
that I must avoid too many 
t e c h n i c a l i t i e s  w h i c h  m a y  
overshadow the aesthetic quality of 
my prints: the work should have a 
life of its own. Printmaking has 
changed greatly and I want to 
experiment more in this media in 
future".
