HE recent exhibition of   
contemporary printmakers at 
"Shilpangan" included the 

ones of artists abroad such as 
Monirul Islam and Shahid Kabir from 
Spain, Wakilur Rahman from Ger-
many and Munirul Islam from New 
York. The works of pioneers were 
a lso there in  "Ei  Shomoer 
Chhapchitra".  These included the 
works of  Quamrul  Hassan,  
Shafiuddin Ahmed and Mohammed 
Kibria.

Mohammed Kibria had a rectan-
gle in gray surrounded by forms -- 
circles, discs and squares -- that 
were suggested. One side of the 
rectangle had diagonal lines. The 
work was bluish black and gray. "In 
memory of '71", an engraving by 
Shafiuddin Ahmed  had a collection 
of weeping eyes, done in pen, on a 
background of pale brown and 
beige.

Monirul Islam's etchings, "Shad-

ows of the world", "Burning desire" 
and  "Tears on the snow" had alpha-
bets in Bangla and English along 
with green and black forms. Another 
one had a circle of orange, a black 
square, a splash of red, dots and 
other wriggling forms. This was on 
embossed paper. The third compo-
sition had abundant water-colour 
washes in blue, gray and black.   
Shahid Kabir in his "Homage to F G 
Lorca" had brought in the bright blue 
river in which his body had been 
flung after being shot dead during 
the Spanish Civil War. Orange 
groves were brought at the two 
sides to romanticise the image.

  Wakilur Rahman had abstracts, 
"The beginning of creation" having a 
big circle in brown and blue. "Words" 
had alphabets scattered through it 
with pigments of brown, orange and 
green on a pink background, while 
"Dream text" which had writings in 
Bangla with blood red splashes on 
top and bottom. Mokhlisur Rahman 
had "Rainy season", a woodcut, in 

which he had brought "kodom" 
flowers laced in rainy clouds. The 
blossoms were white, couched in 
beige and blue. The encircling, 
curling clouds were blue, black and 
brown. "Shaymoli ma" presented 
acres of green fields surrounded by 
wet paths, combining land masses 
with ones of water. Sometimes the 
colours were transparent and at 
others opaque.

Mahmudul Haque's work had a 
cross in the centre with etching work 
all around forming a bigger image. 
In another of his compositions one 
found a rectangle in gray, sur-
rounded by strips of white on a 
background of white. His last work 
had a mass of black, with texture 
work on it, placed on a backdrop of 
gray, white and black.

Abdus Sattar's print had a flower 
bud on dull green with a circle 
around it. There were scattered bits 
like torn fragments of paper sur-
rounding it. There was a semicircle 

which he had used as his signature 
to make the composition strong and 
balanced. In the other one he had a 
tiny replica of the Savar freedom 
monument which was surrounded 
by three rose buds. At the bottom 
and top were bars which had letter-
ing and motifs of birds and animals. 
"Seeing them the viewer can com-
prehend that the work originated 
from Bangladesh", Sattar pointed 
out. "When I was working as a 
Fullbright scholar in USA my semi-
circular form was adopted by many 
in their work," he added. Talking on 
the place of Bangladesh in the art 
world, he said, "It is only about 50 
years old. There has not been all 
that much of remarkable print work 
in our country but whatever there 
has been is comparable with others 
from different parts of the world. 
Among the pioneers was Habibur 
Rahman who did remarkable work 
in woodcut but who has not been 
exposed properly. It was Monirul 
Islam who made Bangladeshi prints 

famous all over the world and told 
people like me and Rafiqun Nabi  
where to send prints for the interna-
tional venue."

The four works by Rokeya Sul-
tana were based on her recent Paris 
experience. The etchings like 
"Paris" and "Radha" which brought 
in families crossing in boat and 
woman with a bird. "Relation" 
brought in three women. The last, 
"Madonna", had the all time favour-
ite mother and child theme. Rokea 
said, "I worked in a studio with one of 
the best of facilities. I hadn't worked 
in copper plate before." The figures 
appeared more simplified and 
minimized than before.

One of  Rafi Haque's lithographs 
contained a human hand with rectan-
gles in orange and yellow with a 
fragment of a scene from Hiroshima 
at the bottom. More such Japanese 
images are there in another one in 

gray and blue, purple and orange, 
which was scratched over with 
splashes of black on top. Another had 
a rectangle in dark red, a section in 
orange and others in blue and sepia. 
They were covered with more black 
splashes that had the impression of 
Japanese calligraphy.

 The works by Rasheed Amin had 
been done at Jessore where he had 
gone on a fellowship. They were 
based on nature and elements like 
trees, leaves and the peaceful atmo-
sphere that they evoked had been 
brought into the prints. A lot of dark 
colours had been used to suggest 
loneliness which was what the artist 
had experienced in that isolated 
place.

The exhibition of the work of 30 
artists was indeed a feast of prints, 
where styles and techniques fasci-
nated one for hours.

A  very cheerful and cooperating 
crowd, some genuine tints of 
talent among the participants 

and, above all, the satisfactorily pre-
dictable results marked this year's 
Benson & Hedges Star Search Final. 
M Rashed Uddin of Chittagong was 
adjudged the Best Vocalist while Nigar 
Sultana Shumi of Khulna, the Best 
Solo Performer. A band named Kamol 
from Dhaka clinched the highest 
number of awards including the best 
keyboard player, the best bassist, the 
best drummer and the most coveted, 
the best band. Afzalur Majid Bahadur, 
member of yet another band called 
Stream also from Dhaka, was 
selected as the best guitarist. M 
Rezaul Karim Limon from Rajshahi 
won two individual awards, the highest 
number,  for the best lyrics and the 
best composition.

 A total of 16 candidates partici-
pated in the final round of the Star 

Search 2003 held at the Engineers' 
Institute in Chittagong on October 
03. Among them, nine were bands 
and seven solo performers. The 
highest number of  contestants (six) 
were from the port city itself, which 
was narrowly followed by Rajshahi 
with a number of four.

The panel of judges for the final 
event included seven popular 
performers and singers, namely 
Andrew Kishore, Nakib Khan, Omar 
Khaled Rumi, Feisal Siddiqi, Partha 
Barua, Fuad Naser Babu and 
Manam Ahmed.

Among the performers, Nigar 

Sultana Shumi and Rezaul Karim 
Limon were appreciated the most by 
the audience. With Nigar's high-

pitched vocal and presentation, the 
folk music of the country might 
achieve a notable boost, especially 
amongst the young audience. On 
the other hand, Rezaul's lyrics 
apparently project his poetic mind 
and his genuine love for 'good' 
music. His compositions, particu-
larly the song Aj ekta gaan likhbo 
tomar jonnyo, were received very 
warmly by the whole audience. The 
best vocalist, Rashed has a melodi-
ous voice, which promises for a 
brighter future.

After the competition, the judges 
took to the stage and gave an infor-
mal but perfectly entertaining pre-

sentation.
At the awards declaration cere-

mony  Stephen Daintith, Managing 

Director of British American 
Tobacco, Bangladesh, and Subir 
Chowdhury, National Sales Man-
ager of BAT Bangladesh were 
present .

Having taken place outside the 
capital for the first time, the boister-
ous final was an exemplary event in 
the true sense that proves that such 
events not necessarily have to be 
held in Dhaka always. The Benson 
& Hedges Star Search Programme, 
having commenced back in 1999, 
will  provide more initiatives to 
discover the country's young musi-
cal talents.
