Australian opening batsman
Matthew Hayden bludgeoned his
way into cricket history here Friday
with a world record score of 380
against Zimbabwe.

"What can | say? | am delighted
-- | cannot quite believe it," the 31-
year-old left-hander said after
eclipsing the decade-long record
of West Indian Brian Lara.

"l hope some of those involved
in the Bali tragedy can take some-
thing from this," Hayden said.

"It must be a difficult time for
them."

Hundreds of Australians have
gathered on the Indonesian island
of Bali to remember their 88 com-
patriots who were among the 202
victims of the Sari nightclub bomb-
ing in the holiday mecca a year
ago.

Hayden took just on 10 hours to
pass the previous record of 375

held by Lara.
Lara set the record in St John's,
Antigua, in 1993-94 in a Test

against England.

Hayden set the new mark just
before tea on the second day of a
lop-sided first Test against a

depleted Zimbabwe.

Australia declared with a first
innings 735 for six wickets -- their
second-highest Test score and
bestin Australia.

Zimbabwe replied with 79 for
one by stumps.

Trevor Gripper was unbeaten
with 37 with Mark Vermeulen on
nine.

During his vicious assault
against a restricted attack on a
featherbed pitch, Hayden
smashed 38 fours and 11 sixes.

Amid the euphoria of Hayden's

record, wicketkeeper Adam Gil-
christ's unbeaten 113 -- whipped
up off only 95 balls -- was almost
overlooked.

Hayden went past Lara's score
with a single, a straight drive off
spinner Ray Price.

As the jubilant Hayden leapt in
the air, the crowd of about 7000 --
which had grown appreciably as
news of the impending record
spread -- gave him a standing
ovation.

The milestone came in the final
over before tea.

As he left the field, Hayden was
mobbed by teammates, with Justin
Langer, his opening partner, hav-
ing special congratulations for his
close friend.

Hayden and Langer have
become the most successful
opening partnership in Australian
Test history.

At the start of the new season,
they averaged 68.13 runs per
stand from 24 matches together,
including nine hundred-plus stands
and seven more partnerships
between 50 and 99.

There was only one major
blemish in the Hayden innings --
when on 337 he gave a chance to
Gripper, at long-off, off Sean
Ervine, but the catch wentbegging.

Gripper gained small consola-
tion by finally dismissing Hayden
after tea when he swept a delivery
backward of square leg and was
caught by Stuart Carlisle.

The carnage followed Zimba-
bwe captain Heath Streak's deci-
sion to send Australia into bat after
he won the toss.

Hayden, who had laboured for
308 minutes to reach 100 -- his
15th Test century -- smashed the
next 100 in 104 minutes, the third
100 in 117 minutes and his final 80
runs in 93 minutes.

Relaxing with a bottle of beer in
his hand, Hayden said: "We play a
unique game in a lot of ways. We
enjoy scoring runs quickly, and then
love putting sides under pressure.

"This is a great moment not just
for me, but for the way our team
plays.

"l am really pleased it has hap-
pened to us because we live our
moments together.

"For the next 18 months we will
be away from our homes and our
families, and this is a difficult thing.

"We share a lot of very special
times, and | am privileged that this is
my moment, and they (teammates)
made it theirmoment as well.

"When you are batting really
well, you are almost in a vacuum,
and in that vacuum you feel that time
shreds away, and runs are just a
consequence of being in the vac-
uum."

Australia captain Steve Waugh led
the tributes to Matthew Hayden after
his world record Test innings of 380
against Zimbabwe on Friday.

"It was a phenomenal perfor-
mance concentration-wise, com-
bined with technical brilliance, the
cleanest ball-striking | have ever
seen," said Waugh after Hayden
surpassed the previous record of
375 setby West Indies' Brian Larain
1994.

"Thoroughly deserved."

Australia's vice-captain Ricky
Ponting said: "It was an amazing
performance, and one that | will
never forget. Itis a credit to Matt who
has just worked so hard and | am
thrilled for him."

Former Australia captain Mark
Taylor who shared the national
record of 334 with Don Bradman
until Friday, was commentating for

Channel Nine television on the
match.

He said: "I don't think you can
diminish any innings like that.

"All right, a test match hundred
against Zimbabwe is probably not
as good as a test match hundred
against say the West Indies in their
hallowed days of the 80s.

"Butto go on and make a score of
380, to do that takes special con-
centration and takes fitness. |
always knew Matthew Hayden had
that."

Bill Brown, a member of
Bradman's 1948 Ashes-winning
'Invincibles' side, said Bradman
would have been proud of Hayden's
world record innings.

Bradman is considered the
game's finest batsman with a peer-
less average of 99.94 in 52 tests
including 29 hundreds. Bradman
diedin 2001 aged 92.

"He scored quickly and techni-
cally," Brown said of his fellow
Queenslander Hayden. "The
innings was superb. Remarkable."

Bradman held the world record of
334 from 1930 until England's Len
Hutton made 364 in 1938.
Bradman's score remained a
national record until Hayden's 380,
although Taylor scored 334 not out
to equal Bradman's score in 1998
against Pakistan.

"l think Don, if he was here,
would have appreciated the fact that
records are made to be broken,"
Brown said.

"It's almost inevitable that some-
one would come along and break
the record. He's a really nice guy
and it couldn't have been done by a
better fellow."

Australian selector David Boon
said Hayden's record was reward
for the hard work he had put in to
improve his game.

"It's a magnificent effort -- a
fantastic innings -- and all | can do is
applaud him for his concentration
levels over a long period of time.

Bangladesh coach
Dav Whatmore has
warned against
expecting too much
in the coming two-
match Test series against England.

"My team is perfectly capable of
playing five days. But that doesn't
mean I'm expecting results to come
our way," said the Sri Lanka born
Australian while speaking to a group
of local and English journalists
yesterday.

"My mission is still seeing overall
improvement of the team," said the
Bangladesh coach who took over
charge on June 1 this year.

He said that the expectation of
the team has changed a lot. Instead
of thinking of defeat all the time, they
now dream of winning.

But Whatmore was still not
happy with his team's performance.

" A lot of people in Bangladesh
are happy with the side's recent
showing. But | know there is still a
long way to go. Besides, we haven't
won anything yet. But there are
some encouraging signs."

He also informed that his main
job was to inject a sense of respon-
sibility in the players.

When asked what difference he
is finding between Bangladesh and
his former team Sri Lanka at this
same stage, Whatmore said that Sri
Lanka entered international cricket
with some genuine world class
players.

"I'm doing the same kind of work
in Bangladesh. | have started my
project of transforming talented
players into good players," said

Whatmore.

About young sensation
Mohammad Ashraful, who was
dropped for the series after his poor
form in Pakistan, Whatmore said
that at the moment, he didn't
deserve aplace.

"Many people have asked me
about Ashraful. He definitely has
some talent. Ashraful has been left
out for his own benefit. But I'm
confident that he would come back
soon," he said.

An English reporter asked him
whether he was smelling a victory
against an England side without
Andrew Flintoff, James Anderson,
Andrew Caddick and Darren
Gough. Whatmore just said: "Noth-
ingisimpossible."

Kumble takes
350th Test
wicket

Leg-spinner Anil Kumble claimed
his 350th Test wicket here on Friday,
becoming only the 14th bowler in
history and the second Indian after
Kapil Dev to achieve the feat.

The 77-Test veteran reached the
milestone on the third day of the
first Test against New Zealand
here when he forced Jacob Oram
to edge a catch to his Karnataka
teammate Rahul Dravid in the
slips.

Kumble, 32, hit the headlines
in 1999 when he scalped all 10
wickets in an innings during a Test
match against arch-rivals
Pakistan in New Delhi, a feat
achieved only once before by Jim
Laker of England.

Kumble, who also has 308 one-
day wickets, is only the fourth
bowler after Pakistanis Wasim
Akram and Wagqgar Younis and
Muttiah Muralitharan of Sri Lanka
to take more than 300 wickets in
both forms of the game.

Kumble is India's second-most
successful Test bowler behind
Kapil, who retired in 1994 with a
then world record tally of 434
wickets.

Fast bowler Courtney Walsh is
the current record-holder with 519
wickets.

Matthew Hayden used his baggy
green cap and the black armband
he wore in memory of the victims of
the Bali bombings to inspire him to
the highest individual score in the
history of Test cricket on Friday.

In an awesome display of hitting,
the opener reached 380 to overhaul
Brian Lara's previous record of 375
as Australia declared on 735 for six
just after tea on the second day of
the first test against Zimbabwe.

All the players wore armbands in
memory of the 202 people, including
88 Australians, killed in the Bali
bombings on October 12 last year.

"Those two things, the black
armbands and the baggy green just
kept me going today," said Hayden,

who had earlier swept past the
Australian record of 334 jointly held
by Don Bradman and Mark Taylor.

"l hope it is something that will
bring some joy to those involved in
the Bali tragedy at what must be a
difficult time for them.

While Taylor famously declared
when he levelled Bradman's mark,
Hayden raced past it with barely a
thought.

"Overtaking Bradman sits
uncomfortably, and so it should, but
| was never haunted by the record
as I'm sure he would have had an
enormous amount of respect for
anyone who reached it," he said.

"And we all wear the same baggy
green."

Hayden donned his battered
head gear in place of his protective
helmet in the latter stages of his
near two-day innings and said it was
hard to express what it meant to
him.

"l got mine sent in the mail in
1993 and | wore it to bed that night,"
he said. "There's many times I've
looked at it wondering if | would get
back into the Australia team so it is
very specialtome."

"A moment like this never really
sinks in," said Hayden, whose
spectacular hitting was almost
overshadowed at one point by
Adam Gilchrist as he crashed his
own single-session century.

"It's for euphoric moments like
this you play cricket. This was a
really special event, it's hard to
describe a feeling but | will cherish
it."

Hayden modestly said he had
probably played better in the past,
but not for so long.

"You are almost in a vacuum,
time shreds away and runs are justa
