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Aussies rush to victory

Matthew Hayden scored a quickfire
unbeaten 101 as Australia raced to
a nine-wicket victory over
Zimbabwe Monday with more than a
day to spare in the second and final
cricket Test at the Sydney Cricket
Ground.

The Australians were set 172
runs to win and passed that target
from just 29.1 overs to complete a 2-
0 series sweep over the gritty but
outgunned tourists, who lost for the
11th straight match.

Hayden, 31, scored his 16th Test
century and took his total runs for
the series to 501 with a majestic
innings that came from just 85 balls
in 140 minutes and included 11
fours and three sixes.

The left-hander made a world
record 380 in the first Test in Perth,
which the Australians won by an
innings and 175 runs.

Australia lost opener Justin
Langer for eight, caught behind by
Tatenda Taibu from a Heath Streak
off-cutter, but Hayden and first
innings century-maker Justin
Langer (53 not out) then settled in
and played some extravagant
strokes.

They took 21 runs off one over
from paceman Andy Blignaut,
although Ricky Ponting had a lucky
escape on seven when caught by
Ray Price off a no ball from Blignaut.

Hayden passed 4,000 Test runs
in only his 46th Test and he marked
his century with a towering six off the
bowling of Gavin Ewing, while
Ponting's 50 came up from 57 balls
and included eight fours.

Ponting, who made 169 in the
first innings, was named man-of-
the-match, while Hayden was
named man-of-the-series.

"It has just been an amazing
series," Hayden said.

Australian captain Steve Waugh
paid tribute to his understrength
side.

"Our bowling stock were
depleted but the guys really lifted
themselves," he said. "It was a good
performance."

Simon Katich earlier took six for
65 in the first Test match in which he
has bowled as Zimbabwe were
dismissed for 266 in their second
innings.

The part-time left-arm spinner,
playing in his first Test in over two
years, took the final two Zimbabwe
wickets after lunch to leave Australia
chasing 172 for victory.

Zimbabwe resumed after lunch
at 243 for eight before Katich, who
didn't bowl in his only previous Test

appearance against England in
2001, trapped Price Ibw for nought
and then had Blignaut caught for a
defiant44.

Katich also played a key role in
the morning session, taking two
wickets and being responsible for a
runout.

"Today was his day," Waugh said
of Katich. "He's a big-match player
with the right temperament.”

Katich, who also made 52 in the
Australian first innings, may now be
pressing for a regular place in the
Test side, putting pressure on the
injured Darren Lehmann.

Streak brave in

lﬁl Cricket

Zimbabwe captain Heath Streak
said inexperience cost his team an
outside chance of beating Australia
in the second and final Test that
ended on Monday.

After losing last week's first Test
by an innings and 175 runs, a much
improved Zimbabwe forced
Australia to chase a tricky second
innings target of 172 to win.

Australia reached their target for
the loss of just one wicket with
Matthew Hayden blasting an
unbeaten hundred and Ricky
Ponting making a half-century, but
not without a few anxious moments.

"It was great for us to be in a
position to make Australia bat
again," Streak said.

"We actually thought we had a
chance, but maybe the guys got a
little too excited because we gave
away some soft dismissals."

Hayden, who scored a world
record 380 in the first Test, made
101 not out to finish the series with
501 runs at the remarkable average

of 250.5 while Ponting followed up
his 169 from the first innings with an
unbeaten 53.

"Even though it was only a medi-
ocre score to chase, we were still
under a bit of pressure," Hayden
said.

"But once we got a partnership
going and started to settle in it got to
the point where we knew we were
going to win the game, so we started
hitting out.

"The strength of my performance
this series was to pay respect to the
Zimbabwean bowlers and play
every ball on its merits," Hayden
added.

"l just try to use my mental
strength and try not to swim outside
the flags too much."

Earlier in the day, Zimbabwe
were dismissed in their second
innings for 266 after resuming on
151 for four. Australian part-time
spinner Simon Katich finished with
figures of six for 65 in only his sec-
ond Testappearance.

"We really needed to get a 250-
run lead so we could maybe apply a
bit more pressure," said Streak. "But
we're happy and we'll learn from this
experience. | think we'll be very
competitive against some of the

defeat

lesserteams."

Although Zimbabwe lost the
match, they produced some stirring
individual performances with Stuart
Carlisle top-scoring with 118 in the
first innings and left-arm spinner
Ray Price bagging a Test-best of six
for121.

"It's important for world cricket
that we don't fall too far behind the
top nations," Streak said.

"You always look at the positives
and try and build on it and there
were a lot of positives from this
series forus."

Australia captain Steve Waugh
praised his team's performance
after they had lost their frontline
bowling attack through injury, but
added that Zimbabwe should also
be proud of their effort.

"It was a great performance
when you think about it because our
bowling stocks were really depleted
but everyone lifted themselves,"
Waugh said.

"l also think it was good for
Zimbabwe to play a series like this.
They've definitely got some talented
players and they'll learn a lot from
the experience."

Ferrero the master

Juan Carlos Ferrero easily defeated
Chile's Nicolas Massu 6-3, 6-4, 6-3
Sunday to lift the 2.45-million-euro
Masters title here which confirmed
his place at the top of the tennis
world.

The runaway victory, in two
hours and 30 minutes, nudged the
Spaniard four points clear of
American Andy Roddick in the
season Champions points race.

The honour crowns 23-year-old
Ferrero as the world's top player
having already secured the number
one ranking after his run to the final
ofthe US Open.

Ferrero also banished a personal
demon on Sunday as he lifted the
firstindoor hardcourt title of a career
which now boasts 11 trophies.

"Instead of dedicating this trophy
to my late mother, I'll dedicate it to
my father, who watched me today,"

said the smiling winner, who
claimed a cheque for 450,000
euros.

"Massu had got lot better this
year, he's beaten some quality

players and is now one of the best of
the world. This win feels very good."
Ferrero took his record to 66-15
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and never looked like losing to world
number 21 Massu, by far the lesser-
experienced of the two.

The champion will now take a
week off before competing in the
last Masters of the season in Paris
which begins October 27. After that,
it's the Masters Cup in Houston in
November followed by a flight to
Melbourne for a tough Davis Cup
final on grass againstAustralia.

"l believe in me all the time," he
said. "I know | can play well on
grass."

Ferrero saved two match points
in his opening match against Wayne
Ferreira, a performance the
Spaniard is convinced put him on
the right track for a record-setting
week.

"That narrow escape definitely
helped me," he said. "And winning
here will help me with my confi-
dence for the rest of the season."

The Spanish star, cheered by
almost all of the 9,500 fans
crammed into the Rockodromo,
earned his fourth title of the season
after victories at Roland Garros, the
Masters in Monte Carlo and his
home tournamentin Valencia.

The popular victory was wit-
nessed by several Real Madrid
players, frequent visitors during a
tennis week which smashed all
European attendance records with
around 100,000 fans though the
doors.

Ferrero won the first set 6-3 after
50 minutes. The first-set pattern
repeated as Ferrero rolled 2-0 into
the second, breaking the Chilean to
love to start and taking it to 3-1.

The Spaniard missed on two
break point chances in the fifth
game as Massu hung on for 2-3. He
then had another as Massu held for 3-4.

Ferrero moved into tighter com-
mand, up two sets to love, but not
without a niggle as Massu forced
errors on each of three Ferrero set
points.

The top seed earned a fourth
with a forehand winner and finished
the job after 54 minutes.

With victory in his sights, Ferrero
stepped on the gas in the final set,
which also started with a break and
slowed only after the Spaniard
reached 4-1 with a double break.

Akram joins ‘Few Good Men'

"Too many ODls affecting players'

Too many one-day internationals
are leaving players "stale, bored
and injured," according to former
Pakistan all-rounder Wasim Akram.

Hectic one-day schedules were
also affecting the quality of players
coming into the game, said Akram,
the only bowler to take more than
500 one-day wickets.

"There should be 10-12 Testsina
year and 30 one-dayers, not 40
plus," Akram told reporters on
Monday after signing up as a televi-
sion commentator with sports
channel ESPN Star Sports.

Akram announced his interna-
tional retirement in May after he was
dropped following Pakistan's first
round exit in the February-March
World Cup in South Africa before
recently quitting all cricket.

"The chances of injuries in one-
day cricket are more," he said. "l
judge a player's calibre in Tests
because in one-dayers even the
average player can look good."

India's Sunil Gavaskar and
former England opener Geoffrey
Boycott also last month urged the
International Cricket Council to try
and reduce the number of one-
dayers being played by the top
teams.

Pakistan and South Africa with
38 games apiece played the most
number of one-dayers in 2002,
followed by India (35), Sri Lanka
(32), New Zealand (31) and
Australia (29).

Akram also called for an early
resumption of bilateral cricket

between India and Pakistan,
banned since 2000 by the Indian
government because of political
tensions.

"Cricket between India and
Pakistan is fun and people love the
game," he said. "Cricket should be
kept away from politics."

Regular bilateral series will also
help generate revenue and nurture
talentin both countries, he added.

The two countries have not

played a bilateral Test series since
1999, when Pakistan drew a two-
match series in India 1-1.
