FAYZA HAQ

M OHAMMAD Fokhrul  
Islam, whose solo exhi-
bition opened recently 
at the Bengal Gallery, 

says, "When I create, I don't try to 
prove my skill. For me painting or 
creating a work of art is the sim-
plest way to express my feelings, 
emotions and love. When I try to 
prove myself as an artist and  I fail 
to create an art form, it becomes 
only a quest to prove something 
that goes beyond  the grammar of 
art. Just as one cannot measure 
love or affection, I hesitate to pass 
judgement on art work. If my art 
moves you and touches your heart, 
even in a slight way, I will be con-
tented."

Fokhrul's pictorial imagery 
presents numerous dots in varied 
shades of gray and large spread-out 
forms. His paintings encompasses 
the span of the horizon. His exhibi-
tion of oil on paper gives the view-
ers an illusory sense of touch. The 

technique of presenting this tex-
ture that one can almost feel is 
Fokhrul's own. The dots, lines and 
muted colours take the viewer into 
a path where memories merge with 
dreams.

Ranjit Das says about the exhibi-
tion, "It has made me think deeply 
as Fokhrul's media and technique 
are unique and I believe that one 
day he'll be an established artist. 
He has painted on paper with press 
ink, taking off the surface from time 
to time, putting on layers of paints 
occasionally and piercing through 
the paper too at will. He has, on 
occasions, put on paints and wiped 
them off with cloth to create tex-
tures, using mustard oil instead of 
linseed oil or turpentine and press 
ink; his compositions are modern 
and his presentations immacu-
lately neat."

Abdus Shakoor, giving his opin-
ion on Fokhrul's works, says, 
"Fokhrul began as a ceramic 
painter and went on to leave that 
and progress into black and white 
creations on paper. He has created 
unique texture work by pricking 
with pins before putting on his 
colour. It is unusual how he has 
created whole paintings with the 
simple use of variations of black 
and gray. One wonders why there is 
the use of compelling black, just as 
Jogen Chowdhury of India had 
used jet-black to depict sadness in 
a symbolic way."

"Fokhrul, in his use of black, is 
being revolutionary," says Alakesh 
Ghosh. "He is influenced by his 
stay in Japan. The materials that he 
has used are not expensive and so 
the works are affordable by the 

average bourgeois art lovers. I'm 
sure, with time his paintings will 
have even more depth."

Fokhrul's Image-51 appears like 
a representation of an elongated 
glass walled building, with a scat-
tering of trees in the front and seen 
at night; with jet-black surround-
ing the combination of rectangles, 
diagonals and squares in white. 
The accumulated geometrical 
images are delicately outlined with 
black and tinged with yellow, 
which gives a haunting sepia effect. 
Image-52 could be taken for a 
couple of elongated human forms, 
surrounded by a halo of white with 
large specks of black. The images 
are framed by masses of gray and 
black.

Imagination runs riot in Image-
38 and Image-37 which appear like 
transparent sheets of glass lined up 
with horizontal and diagonal lines 
to add to the mystery of the 
splashes of gold and scattering of 
black dust.

Lines and dots prevail in all 
Fokhrul's works such as in Image-
81 with a white and yellow circle of 
lines and dots with a stream of 
white flowing down from it, that 
too being decked with specks and 
delicate black lines with washes 
and tinges of black and gray in the 
backdrop.

Fokhrul Islam, who has a BFA 
from the Institute of Fine Arts, DU, 
has taken part in many exhibitions 
in Japan, India and Bangladesh.

A rare document of our political history

In our country, to organise a drama 
festival for an individual group is 
not an easy task, as theatre is not 
patronised by the government. 
When a group wishes to arrange a 
festival, the workers of that group 
have to start working at least three 
months before the inauguration of 
the festival and the group leaders 
start communicating with the 
counterparts. They have to knock 
the sponsors again and again to 
collect the financial support for the 
festival.

If any group from abroad is 

included in the festival, the host 
group has to work more, as the 
visitor group does not carry the set 
and light with them. In that case, 
the host has to give support to the 
advance team of the guest group. 
Moreover, the organisers have to 
maintain all types of formalities 
like issuing permission from the 
concerned government depart-
ment and arranging the accommo-
dation facilities for the visitor 
groups.

Even they do not get enough 
time for their own rehearsal. For 

example, in the current 10-day 
long drama festival arranged by 
Nagorik Natyangan, in which three 
Indian groups (Dandik led by 
Moloy Chatterjee, Bhobishwat led 
by Aashish Sarkar and Natyabhumi 
led by Shonjoy Kor) and six 
Bangladeshi groups are participat-
ing, the host group workers started 
their pre-festival exercise from the 
September last. They have already 
arranged all types of arrangement 
for the 97 members of Dandik, 
Bhobishwat and Natyabhumi.

Unknown stories of arranging a drama festival

C LOSE-Up Juke Box came up with their 14th 
arrangement on December 25 at the BCIC audi-
torium. The performance comprised of two 
underground bands Nirjhar, Shomoy and the 

mainstreamer Feedback.

It was quite an enjoyable performance by the budding 
newcomers. Their flamboyant staging made a huge 
comeback for Juke Box after the last episode's daunting 
debacle.

The first group to come on stage was Nirjhar. They 
had a list of songs that consisted of their own numbers 
only. Aaj ei brishti jhora din was the opening track--a 
usual soft rock number with pleasant guitar works. They 
continued with Nodir dheu-e dheu-e, which had a pleas-
ing harmony of vocals. Their fourth and fifth tracks were 
immensely melody-influenced songs with groovy bass, 
energetic drums and tuneful vocals. Their composi-
tions, however, remain ordinary with the exceptions of 
admirable lead guitars and the superb bass composi-
tions. A little variation in their music and a modification 
of guitar processor tone will surely do this band some 
improvement.

Shomoy took to the stage next with high tides of 
emotions. Their songs were as alive as their energetic 
performance. The first track was an instrumental piece 
with varied heavy guitar works, wonderful bass guitars 
and distinctive drums. Both their guitarists were com-
petent and harmonic during the performance. The first 
song Bhalobashi shudhu tomay, was much appreciated 
by the crowd. The second song Chad jagay, a ballad, was 
a very melodious soft rock track. It has a very catchy 
chorus with bluesy lead, very pleasant vocals and gentle 
keyboard tunes. Their full-of-life performance persisted 

with songs like Alo adhar and Bhalobasha. Joe Satriani's 
Flying in a blue dream cover was supposedly one of the 
best tracks performed on the night.

In the end, Feedback entered the stage being one of 
the celebrated bands in the country. Their performance 
reminded of great music, which had created a revolu-
tion in the music industry a decade back. Songs like 
Melay jaire and Moushumi are still cherished as the 
crowd sang along with them during the performance. 
Their opening track Shobai amra melay jai was a good 
start. Other songs like Shukhi manusher bhirey, Chithi 
and Din-er alo nibhey gelo received huge response from 
the crowd. The cover of Pink Floyd's Another brick in the 
wall was agreeably a well done song. Finally, while 
performing Melay jaire,  the band kept the audiences on 
their toes.

The concert was worth a visit although the organisers 
should think of a convenient and centralised venue for 
more successful endeavours.
