Yesterday was the second death
anniversary of AliMortuza.

The BCL marked the day with a
mourning procession on the
Chittagong University campus.

The leaders also placed wreaths
at his graveyard at Chhararkul in
Hathazari upazila in the early
hours ofyesterday.

Senior vice-president of BCL Ali
Mortuza was killed by Shibir cadres

in2001.

Although two years have
elapsed after the killing, police
have failed to arrest any of the six
Shibir cadres accused in the case.
Even they did not submit any
chargesheet.

The strike was announced at a
rally of the BCL held on the campus
at12.00noon.

Ex-president and central mem-
ber Zillur Rahman Jewel, ex-
ieneral secretary and central

ssistant Secretary Nasir Haider
Babul, CU BCL President Mahbub
Elahi and General Secretary Kazi
Mazharul Islam spoke at the rally.
