Where misnamed species
mislead visitors

If you are visiting Dhaka Zoo to
acquaint yourself with wildlife,
be warned. For, in many cases
the zoo authorities themselves
are confused, unaware or may be
they simply don‘t care about
wildlife.

For instance, the authorities
have housed in the same aviary
three bird species of the same
colour -- black kite, crested
serpent eagle and buzzard --
without knowing the differences
between them.

“Look, how big those nishi
bauks have become,” 10-year-
old Sagor told his cousin,
pointing at a graceful pair of
sarus cranes in a coop
designated for night herons,
nishi bauks in vernacular. Their
recent trip to the zoo yielded
severalsuch misinformation.

The stall with a nameplate
reading white langur, also known
as Hanuman langur, commonly
found in Jessore and Madaripur,
actually houses capped langur,
which livesin Modhupur Forest.

The scientific name of the
Indian lion is given as panthera
leo, which actually stands for the
African lion. The scientific name
of the Asian lion including the
Indian variety is panthera leo
Persica.

Visitors read chandana on the
nameplate of a cage where rose
ringed parakeets are nesting.
Again, the famous naza kauthia
snakes, called keuta in Bangla,
are displayed as naza naza or
-gokhrasnakes.

Dhaka Zoo Curator Mofizur
Rahman admitted such mix-ups.
“We usually follow the books.
But, still things can get goafed
up,” he sald, adding, “If there are
any such mistakes, we sure will
‘ake careof them."

He explained the presence of
sarus cranes in the coop for
night herons, saying, “When the
cage of sarus cranes went under
water during the flood last year,
we shifted them to the night
herons' cage. But, we are yet to
return the cranes to their own
place.”

Negligence in care taking of

coming of the zoo is its lack of
local species. “We have 110
mammals in the country. But, we
find only a few of them in Dhaka
Zoo," he noted, adding if they
were here people would have
come to lovethem.

He recommended clouded
leopard, leopard cat, marble cat,
Hanuman langur, peiris monkey,

in the country, so they are not
able to obtain the local species.
"Besides, he argued, “keeping
some species, like hog badger
that eats insects, in captivity is
really difficult.”

According to Mofizur
Rahman, compared to other zoos
in the South Asia Dhaka Zoo has
quite a large number of wildlife

zoo inmates is also frequent.

The glass of the boxes snakes
are kept in is so dirty that it has
become near impossible to see
the snakes through it. The green
iron fencing around the glass-
boxes also bars one from
watching the snakes.

Wildlife expert Khasru
Chowdury said a major short-

dusky lap monkey, crab-eater
monkey, Assamese macaque,
gaur, orange belly squirrel, flying
squirrel, Malayan giant squirrel,
pig, gangetic dolphin, mouse
deer, hog deer, king cobra, and
different types of turtles and
mongoose for keepingin the zoo.

On this issue, the curator said,
as catching wildlife is prohibited

varieties. There are 123 animals
of 78 speciesinthezoo.

The government this year
has allocated Tk 2 crore for
feeding the zoo inmates,
Though the zoo authorities
claim they provide adequate
food for them, yet the animals
look so skinny, it does not seem
theyget enough to eat.

MAGHBAZAR-MOUCHAK FLYOVER

No sign of donor's nod yet

Uncertainty hovers over the
Maghbazar-Mouchak flyover

project, as the potential
financier -- Kuwait Fund for
Arab Economic Development
(KFAED) hasnotyetgiven a go-
aheadsignal.

The concerned authorities
sent a letter to the KFAED last
November, through the
Economic Relations Division
seeking Tk 480 crore for the
construction of the flyover.
KFAED has not yet replied the
letterin regard to their decision.

Officials of the Local
Government Engineering
Department (LGED), the
department implementing the
construction of the flyover said
even if KFAED agree to fund the
project the work would not be
start before June-July 2006. The
construction was supposed to
commence thismonth.

"Evenifthe KFAED assures the
funds soon it will take at least
three to four months to get
ECNEC approval. Construction
can begin only after all
procedures are complete,” said
HaiderAli, projectdirector (PD).

The KFAED funded the
feasibility study and designing
of the projectat a cost of Tk 3.66
crore.

"When an agency funds the
feasibility study and designing,
it also funds the entire project,
s0 we are awaiting the KFAED's
decision to go ahead with
construction,”said thePD.

He added that if the pros-
pective donor does not approve
the design and fail to give a
positive reply, the authorities
wouldlookforanaltemnative.

Haider Ali said that all
arrangementsto startworkon the
flyoveras soon as they receive the
funds have been made. Headded
that the process of inviting
international tenders has been
completed.

"We have already collected

assessments for relocating
establishments and service lines
of different utility service
providing agencies in these
areas, so that delays in starting
construction will be minimised,"
saidthePD.

The construction of 6.1 km
flyover will be completed in
three stages. The flyover with
eight ramps will take three years
to be completed.

The government had initially
planned for 2.1 km flyover in
this area. Later considering the
severe traffic congestion the
government decided to
construct a joint-line flyover in
the Magbazar-Mauchak area
from Satrasta to Syed Nazrul
Islam avenue (up to Ramna
police station) via the

Maghbazar intersection, from
New Eskaton to Rajarbagh via
Maghbazar-Wireless Gate-
Mouchak and Malibagh, from
Rampura to Shantinagar via
Mouchak and Malibagh
intersections.

The eight ramps will be
situated at Satrasta, New Eskaton,
in front of Ramna police station,
Rampura, Rajarbagh, Wireless
Railgate, Shantinagar and FDC
gate.

It is expected that this flyover
will ease the traffic gridlock in
the Maghbazar, Mouchak,
Malibagh areas. It would also
reduce the jams at the
Maghbazar and Malibagh level
crossings.

About traffic problems during
the period of construction

period the PD said they have
planned to cast the segments of
the flyover at a distance from the
roadsand fixthese upatnight.
"Creating alternate roads for
traffic movement would be very

difficult as the roads are narrow |

and the volume of the traffic is
large. We hope to have the least '
possible obstacles on the roads
during the construction
period,” said the PD. .

The government took the
initiative for a flyover in this
area over two years back. It took |
about a year to complete the
feasibility study that ended last '
July. The government finalised
the design, which was sent to
funding authorities approval in |
November.
