FAYZA HAQ

L AILA Sharmeen is holding a solo exhibit of her mixed 
media work at the Bengal Gallery. It is under the title 
'Truth, beauty and me'. What inspires Laila are litera-

ture, philosophy, myths of the world as presented by authori-
ties like TS Eliot, Jibanananda Das, Kant, Derrida and 
Foucault. In her work one finds kash and hyacinth flowers, 
paddy fields, rivers, birds, butterflies, fish, fireflies and the 
vast openness of the sky.

This time her theme is based on the distilled knowledge that 

she gleans from her reading. She uses soothing blues, greens 
and purples and brings in haystacks, boats with female figures 
and flowers harking back to Bishnu Dey and Shudhrindra Nath. 
The base of her mixed media comprises poems and philosophy 
that she has read over the past 15 years. "Other artists are 
influenced by poets and thinkers, but I don't think that they are 
involved in them to the extent that I am. The exhibition is an 
intellectual journey. I've tried to give the compositions a soft, 
lyrical effect to show my leanings towards romanticism. The 
works are darker than before," says the artist.

 Laila works with colours and space to present the turmoil 
around us as well as the arcadia that we have lost. She is 
preoccupied with Madame Sosostris, the socio-comic clair-
voyant who tells our fortunes and hyacinth, the symbol of 
sexuality in Wasteland. The images of evil are also taken from 
Les Fleurs du Mal. She presents the alienation and stagna-
tion that was seen in the works of Eliot and Baudelaire. The 
mixed media work as well as the room of the installation in the 
exhibition tries to answer the question of what is beauty in a 
dialogue of the self and soul.

We see how the artist has shifted to philosophical moods. 

She works with such titles such as Black rain, Death, Elegy 
while delving on art and morality and balancing between the 
themes of life and death. Death brings in the dark powers of 
evil. "Here the moon is blue and the colour of rain is black. 
Even the sperm, the first flag-carrier of life is blue", Laila says. 
The works are weighed down by the anguished images of 
Sartre and Cy Twombley. Spontaneous beauty deals with 
Wordsworthian romance of pantheism. She brings in the 
snake and withered leaves as symbols of death just as she 
paints dhundul and kash flowers. 

An installation is also included in the exhibition. This con-
sists of dust jackets of books on poets, philosophers, social 
commentators and creative writers. There is then the fortune 
teller with a parrot that picks up cards revealing the future. 
Also, in the installation is a sleeping woman with the mythical 
Shonar kathi and Rupar kathi (wands of gold and silver) stuck 
to the bed on which she lies. This is inspired by 
Michelangelo's statue Night. There is again, a mirror, into 
which one can peer and examine oneself. 

Laila has had eight solo exhibitions and over 20 joint exhib-
its at home and overseas. 

Based on noted novelist Humayun 
Ahmed's work Janam Janam, the 
film Nirontor will be premiered on 
July 28 on Channel i. The film will 
also be released at Star Cineplex, 
Basundhara City on the same day, 
says a press release.

 National award winning director 
Abu Sayeed directs the film. 
Popular artistes Shabnoor, Ilias 
Kanchon, Litu Anam, Dolly Zahoor, 
Jayanto Chattyopadhyay, Amirul 
Islam, Shahidul Islam Sachchu and 
others are the major cast members 
of the film.

The story revolves around Tithi, a 
sex-worker. Brave, responsible, and 
witty -- Tithi sacrifices her private life 
for the sake of her family. Her frus-
trations, failures, aspirations and 
love interests are depicted in the 
film.  Characters like Tithi are a part 
of our world.  They are marginalised 
and do not get their due from society 
which turns a blind eye to their 
oppression or Nirontor (continuous) 
struggle to stay alive. The film 
attempts to zero in on the lives of 
these peripheral people.

Bangladesh Lok Sangeet Parishad 
(BLSP) organised a musical eve-
ning to celebrate the 75th birth 
anniversary of the folk maestro 
Abdul Alim. The event took place at 
the Bishwa Shahitya Kendra audi-
torium on July 20.

Abdul Alim possessed a power-
ful  voice that immortal ised 
Bangladeshi folk songs. His over-
powering voice highlighted the 
essence of the 'songs of our soil' 
and mesmerised the audience. 
Born in Murshidabad, West Bengal, 
he migrated to Dhaka after parti-
tion, and joined the radio as a staff 
artist. During his brilliant musical 
career he performed at a number of 
music conferences. He received 

five gold medals for his outstanding 
performance and contribution to 
music at the Pakistan Music confer-
ence in Lahore.

Speaking on Abdul Alim, noted 
folk singer and founding president 
of BLSP Indra Mohon Rajbangshi 
said, “I went to China to attend a 
programme once and after i per-
formed Aar koto kaal bhasbo ami 
dukher Shari gaiyya, our guide 
came running and said that he had 
heard this song before. An artiste 
named Abdul Alim came to China 
years ago and rendered the song. 
Apparently, he could never forget 
that voice.”

“Our young generation has 
never heard this wonderful voice. 
They cannot even realise what they 
are missing,” added Indra.

Cultural personal i ty Asad 
Chowdury said “Once we all were 
going on a train and Abdul Alim was 
with us. On the way the people 
blocked the tracks and some were 
even lying on it. They wanted to 
catch a glimpse of the legendary 
singer.”

Chief Guest of the event, chair-
man of Telelink, Syed Margub 
Morshed said, “Folk songs are 
inherent treasures of Bangladeshi 
culture. We should preserve it 
because without folk song our 
culture would be without roots.”

After the discussion folk artistes of 
the organisation performed some of 
Abdul Alim's evergreen songs.
