Pakistan line up against the West 
Indies in the first of a five-match 
one-day international series on 
Tuesday, with both teams eager to 
improve ahead of next year's World 
Cup in the Caribbean.

The sides also play the first 
match of the 2007 tournament in 
Jamaica on March 13.

"The series against Pakistan is 
important for us because it will 
allow us to judge where we stand 
as far as our preparations for the 
World Cup are concerned," West 
Indian skipper Brian Lara told 
reporters on Sunday.

Pakistan captain Inzamamul Haq 
echoed Lara's sentiments while 
adding that the series represented a 
good opportunity to build confidence 
after a first round exit at the recent 
Champions Trophy in India.

"The series is a chance for us to 
recover from our recent inconsistent 
form, particularly in the Champions 
Trophy," Inzamam said.

"We have just 10 more games, 
at home and in South Africa, before 
the World Cup and they are our last 
chance to settle on a formation for 
the big tournament."

Inzamam misses the opening 
contest as he sits out the final game 
of a four-match ban for bringing the 
game into disrepute at the Oval 
Test in August.

Younis Khan, who led the side at 
the  Champ ions  Trophy  in  
Inzamam's absence, will captain 
the team in the first game in 
Rawalpindi.

Pakistan have lost nine of their 
19 games this year and the West 
Indies have a slightly better record 
with 15 victories in 24 contests, 
including two wins over world 
champions Australia.

However, Lara's side were 
outclassed in the Champions 
Trophy final by Australia as well as 
in a warm-up tournament in 
Malaysia by the same opposition.

"We have played well in one-day 
games," Lara admitted.

"We have performed as a unit but 
we have also suffered sudden 
collapses. Against Pakistan, we 
need to work on this and try to be 

good finishers in crunch situations."
The West Indies, who lost the 

Test series 2-0, have also been 
rocked by the loss of two key play-
ers for the one-dayers, batsman 
Ramnaresh Sarwan was ruled out 
with a fractured foot and all rounder 
Dwayne Bravo left the tour for 
personal reasons.

Their places have been taken by 
opener Daren Ganga and experi-
enced paceman Corey Collymore, 
both men drafted in from the Test 
side.

"Sarwan and Bravo have been 
key players for us in our recent one-
day matches and their absence will 
definitely be felt," Lara added.

"But it is an opportunity for 
others to come forward and take up 
the challenge.  

"The main thing is we have been 
performing as a team and we need 
to continue doing that to do well in 
the World Cup."

For Pakistan, explosive all 
rounder Shahid Afridi was axed 
from the side, his place taken by 
specialist leg-spinner Danish 
Kaneria, who the selectors see as a 
key player in the Caribbean.

"Yousuf's feat is commendable 
and all Pakistan is proud of his 
world record achievements," said 
Khan of Yousuf, who scored 665 
runs in three Tests to help Pakistan 
beat the West Indies 2-0.

The 32-year-old right-handed 
batsman hit a century in each 
innings to guide Pakistan to a 199-

run victory against Brian Lara's 
team in the third and final Test, 
which finished here on Friday.

Yousuf accumulated 1,788 runs 
in 11 Tests -- the new world record 
for most runs in a calendar year -- 
beating the previous record of 
1,710 runs held by the West Indies 
great Viv Richards set in 1976.

"It is not just the amount of runs 
and records, it's the elegance and 
the class of his batting which stands 
him out and helped him achieve 
those records," said Khan, now a 
member of Pakistan's parliament.

Khan, who joined politics in the 
mid-1990s by forming his own 
party, said Yousuf's faith had given 
him strength.

Ricky Ponting holds hopes of a 
come-from-behind victory over 
England with the Australians still to 
overcome the follow-on target after 
another tough slog in the second 
Ashes Test on Adelaide's back-
breaking pitch Sunday.

Australia need another 40 runs to 
get past the follow-on figure of 352 at 
312 for five in reply to England's 
imposing first innings of 551 for six 
declared.

At the close, Michael Clarke was 
on 30 and Adam Gilchrist on 13.

England has dominated the Test 
since winning the toss on Friday, but 
still have to close the deal on a docile 
pitch that has offered nothing to the 
bowlers.

Eleven wickets have fallen in 
three days with a total of 863 runs 
scored.

"I think Michael Clarke looked 
terrific and Gilly's (Gilchrist) started 
off really well so the first hour tomor-

row (Monday) is going to be crucial 
for us," Ponting said.

"If they can get a good partnership 
then we're going to be right back in 
the game.

"We just have to keep batting and 
get a little way in front and try and 
bowl them out as the best way (to 
win) at the moment.

"If we can get somewhere near 
their total or maybe a little bit in front 
that would be great."

Ponting said he may declare 
behind the first innings in a bid to 
gamble on winning on Tuesday's fifth 
and final day.

"We might do that if we lose early 
wickets in the morning," he said.

"We've still got Brett Lee and 
Warney (Shane Warne) to come. 
They're more than capable on that 
sort of wicket because as we've seen 
there's not much happening at all for 
the seamers and there's certainly not 
much for the spinners either.

"If there's something there that we 
can think we can chase we'll have a 
go at it for sure, but it all just depends 
on that first hour tomorrow (on 
Monday)," he said.

Ponting became Australia's 
pinnacle Test centurion with his 33rd 
hundred in his knock of 142.

It was 31-year-old Ponting's 10th 
century in his last 13 Tests -- he has 
played in 107 in all -- and took him 
past previous captain Steve Waugh's 
32 centuries off 168 Tests.

 Ponting now ranks outright all-
time fourth behind Sachin Tendulkar 
(35), Brian Lara and Sunil Gavaskar 
(both 34) as the scorer of most hun-
dreds in Tests.

But he does not reflect on his 
personal cricket milestones.

"I don't think about that at all, I've 
never been one for stats. I just don't 
pay attention to that at all," he said.

"I know a lot of other players carry 
stats around in their bags and check 
out how they're going and compare 
themselves to other players, but 
that's something that's just never 
concerned me.

"I think all players when they finish 
playing look back and measure 
themselves against other players but 
hopefully I've still got a few more 
years in me yet."

China built on

records when Chen Yanqing set 
three new marks in the women's 
weightlifting.

After winning 16 of the 20 gold 
medals on Saturday more of the 
same was expected Sunday and 
China had snagged four more 
midway through the day.

But it wasn't all one-way traffic. 
Kuwait bagged two gold medals 
and Kazakhstan one. They all 
came on the shooting ranges.

World records fell to Chen in the 
snatch, clean and jerk and overall 
discipl ines of the women's 
weightlifting 58kg category.

The 27-year-old Olympic cham-
pion lifted 111kg in the snatch, 
beating the previous record set by 
compatriot Wang Li by 1kg.

Chen then entered the clean 
and jerk at 131kg, taking her overall 
total immediately to 242kg, beating 
the previous world record of 241kg 
held by compatriot Gu Wei.

She went on to lift 137kg on her 
second attempt before hoisting 
140kg in her final effort to beat Gu's 
previous record of 139kg.

Her new world record in the 
aggregate of the two disciplines 
now stands at 251kg.

The Games action though was 
marred by its first doping scandal with 
India withdrawing woman shot putter 
Seema Antil after she reportedly 
tested positive for a banned drug in 
pre-competition tests.

Antil, 23, was sent home from a 
training camp in Muscat last week 
after tests conducted by the Sports 
Authority of India in November 
showed an unspecified banned 
drug in her urine sample.

"Seema will not be taking part in the 
Asian Games," a team official who 
declined to be identified told AFP. "It 
appears traces of steroid beyond 
permissible limits were found in the A 
sample of her urine test."

On the ranges, Kuwait won both 
the team trap title and the individual 
final through Naser Meqlad while 
Kazakhstan took the men's 50m 
Rifle Prone team event.

China chipped in with the men's 
10m Air Pistol team gold and 
women's 10m air pistol team.

But the wind was howling and 
world trap shooting champion 
Manavjit Sandhu lashed out at 
Games officials after he failed to win.

"Shooting in these conditions is 
ridiculous," said Sandhu, who man-
aged only two silvers in an event he 
was expected to finish on top.

After snagging the men's gym-
nastics team title, China's world 
beating women, led by world vault 
champion Cheng Fei, took to the 
floor Sunday and few were betting 
on anything but victory.

They have won this particular 
gold at the last eight editions of the 

Asian Games.
In the pool, Japan and South 

Korea announced their intentions 
to gate-crash China's swimming 
party, staking strong claims to four 
of the six medals on offer on the 
second day of competition.

China took five out of six titles on 
Saturday's opening day but the 
going looks much tougher from now 
on with Japan unveiling its big guns 
of men's and women's swimming.

Japan's double Olympic cham-
pion Kosuke Kitajima made his 
debut over 50 metres, cruising into 
the finals from his heat. The final is 
later Sunday.

A second Japanese gold should 
come from women's backstroke 
star Reiko Nakamura, 26, the 
Olympic relay silver medallist who 
later Sunday will be defending her 
200m backstroke gold.

Another competitor looking to 
upset the Chinese is South Korea's 
Park Tae-Hwan, who took freestyle 
golds over 400m and 1,500m at the 
PanPacific championships in 
Canada in August.

Seventeen-year-old schoolboy 
Park qualified easily from his 
200m freestyle heat for the final 
and said he wanted four gold 
medals here in the 100, 200, 400, 
1,500 metres.

"It is doable," said Park. "I'm in 
good shape."

Back on dry land, and the men's 
and women's team table tennis 
finals were due to place. China are 
the current world champions and 
are hot tips for gold again.

China start domination
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Tendulkar scored only four off the 
first 40 deliveries he faced as he and 
the left-handed Dinesh Mongia 
rebuilt the innings with a third wicket 
stand of 85.

Tendulkar's first boundary came 
in the 16th over and it was the start 
of a more characteristic display from 
India's master batsman, who hit 
seven more boundaries before 
slapping a short ball from Justin 
Kemp to cover, where AB de Villiers 
took a diving catch.

Mongia made 41 but the only 
other significant innings came from 
Mahendra Singh Dhoni, who made 
an aggressive 44 off 49 balls before 
falling to a sensational diving catch 
by Andre Nel off Makhaya Ntini in 
the 48th over.

Ntini took three for 32, taking all 
his wickets in his final two overs, but 
Pollock was the most impressive 
bowler, taking two for 17 in his ten 
overs.

It completed a fine series for 
Pollock, who took ten wickets for 83 
runs in 36 overs in four matches. He 
was named man of the series.

It was the fourth successive time 
South African captain Graeme 
Smith won the toss but the first time 
he decided to send in the opposi-
tion.

It was also South Africa's fourth 
successive big win. After the first 
match was rained off, they won the 
next three matches by 157, 106 and 
80 runs.

For India, it was the climax of a 
sequence of demoralising perfor-
mances. They will need to regroup 
ahead of a three-match Test series 
starting in Johannesburg November 
15. They play a four-day match 
against the Rest of South Africa in 
Potchefstroom starting Thursday.

Since then the Lahore-born 
batsman has been on top scoring 
form, averaging nearly 92 runs per 
innings in the 14 Tests since his 
conversion, up from an average of 
48 in 59 Tests before, and has 
attributed his achievements to 
Allah's will.

"It is my firm belief that whetever 
you get, runs or any other thing, it 
comes because of Allah's will," 
Yousuf said on Friday.

He also equalled legendary 
Australian great Don Bradman's 
record of scoring six centuries in 
successive Tests -- although it took 
him only five matches compared 
with Bradman's six.

Yousuf's nine hundreds in a 
calendar year is also a new world 
record which was previously held 
jointly by Richards and Sri Lankan 
batsman Aravinda de Silva.
