In Pabna, at least two people were killed and three
others injured after a truck collided with a covered-van
on Dhaka-Pabna highway at Modhupur in Sadar upazila
yesterday morning, reports our Pabna correspondent.

In another accident in Gopalganj, constable of Bhanga
Highway Police Station Yunus Sikdar (50) died after a
truck ran him over on Dhaka-Khulna highway at Bogail
in Bhanga upazila yesterday morning, reports our Faridpur

Correspondent.

Yunus was out in the area on-duty, said Ataur Rahman,
OC of Bhanga Highway police. Yunus died on the spot, he
added. Police have seized the truck and detained its helper.

Meanwhile in Faridpur, Idris Mollah (45) died after
a microbus ran him over while he was crossing Dhaka-
Khulna highway at Purbo Ghonapara early yesterday. This
killed Idris on the spot, said SI Rezaul Karim of Bhatiapara

Highway Police Outpost.

In Jashore, two people were killed and four others
injured after a brick-laden truck hit a person on Jashore-
Bagharpara road in Bagharpara upazila yesterday.

The incident took place in Gaidghat Cold Storage area at

around 4pm, reports UNB.

The deceased were identified as Ful Banu Begum (65)
and Al-Amin (27). The accident occurred as Ful Banu was
crossing the road. Al-Amin, driver of the truck, died after
his vehicle lost control and hit a tree by the road.

Two expelled
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Proctor Subrata Kumar Das said steps have
been taken to diffuse tension, including
suspending two students for their alleged
involvement in beating and stabbing several
students over occupying seats in Sher-e-
Bangla hall.

At an emergency meeting of the
disciplinary committee and residential
teachers on Thursday, BU VC Dr Sadequl
Arefin suspended Tahamid Jahan Navid, a
student of Bangla department, and Al Samad
Shanto of Geology department, the proctor
confirmed. “No one involved in creating this
unrest can escape,” the VC said.

After receiving probe committee reports,
more could be suspended due to their role
in the clashes, the proctor told the Daily
Star.

Earlier, two three-member probe
committees -- headed by Dr Khorshed Alom
and Yasif Ahmad Faysal, both residencial
teachers of Sher-e-Bangla hall -- were formed.

Meanwhile, agitating students continued
with demonstrations to press home their
demand for legal actions against all involved
in the incidents.

Nabin, one of the students, said the
situation is going out of control. He urged
the authorities to step in immediately.

Shafik, another student, said students are
passing days in fear and cannot concentrate
on their studies.

Beyond students of the university, citizens
of Barishal city in general are worried
over the situation too. Rabeya Khatun,
an educationist in the city, said,”Stop all
violence at BU in any way possible.”

No plan to

“We'll ensure safety of
voters so that they can turn
up in large numbers,” he
said.

Though she moved to Australia in 2015,
she has been attending the book fair every
year. Diltaz has so far authored 25 books.

“Nothing beats the feeling of interacting
with readers and fellow writers. Ekushey
book fair seemed to get bigger and better
each year,” said a busy Diltaz.

“But coming here every year can be
difficult for writers like us. We stay busy
with family and work most of the time.
Life abroad can be quite challenging.
Also, it requires planning and dedication
to publish a book on time and attend the
fair,” she said.

“Still, expatriate writers like I wait for
the book fair throughout the year and try
to make the journey home. Because, you
know what... it's worth it!”

To be here to be amid readers and books,
despite all the challenges, makes all the
trouble so very worthwhile, said the author.

Speaking at the protest
programme, several
Islamic leaders also said
they would not allow
Indian Prime Minister
Narendra Modi to join the
upcoming Bangabandhu
Sheikh Mujibur
Rahman'’s birth centenary
celebrations.

Apart from the Baitul
Mukarram mosque,
devotees also staged
demonstrations in the
capital and elsewhere,
demanding immediate
an stop to the attacks on
Muslims in Delhi.

The recent clashes in
Delhi, which broke out on
Sunday, have so far left 42
people dead and over 200
others injured.

Scope created for plundering
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Protesting the government’s decision,
Rizvi said people’s backs have been
pushed against the wall for hiking power
prices repeatedly, while the owners of the
industries are also struggling to stay afloat.

“A conspiracy is on to push the country
towards a serious disaster by destroying
the domestic industry and halting the
employment of lakhs of people. Hundreds
of organisations are failing to cope with
the rising production costs due to hike in
power prices,” he observed.

Rizvi said it will be difficult for small

entrepreneurs and traders to survive
following the power price hike. “The
increase in the cost of irrigation will cast
a negative impact on agriculture while the
cost of living will go up further. People
will face serious trouble as the prices of
essential commodities will increase again
due to power tariff hike,” he added.

Under the circumstances, the BNP leader
called upon the government to withdraw
its “anti-people” decision. Otherwise, he
warned that their party together with people
will put up a strong resistance against the
hike in prices of all utility services.

City entrance in sorry
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cannot sit here with cars and buses
continuously passing by,” Tarana said.

“At least 2,000-3,000 people walk along
this road every day, amid risks of accident.
There’s not even a footpath in sight,” said
Abul Miah, Tarana’s husband.

After visiting the area on Tuesday, this
reporter saw many parts of the road full
of big potholes, with chunks of bricks and
stones scattered all around. The road’s
bitumen has worn away, and homes and
trees on the roadside were seen blanketed
with dust.

Rubel Hossain, a bus driver who regularly
goes through Khulna-Barishal route, told
The Daily Star that driving on Sonadanga
Bypass Road is a torturous journey.

“The road was muddy during monsoon,
and now it’s full of dust,” he said.

Another driver, Sajib Hawlader, said that
they face many hassles when driving on

the road, and it’s a test to get in and out of
Khulna city.

Liaquat Ali Khan, executive engineer
of KCC, said lack of drainage is the worst
aspect of the road. Consultants have been
appointed to construct drainage at the part
that is under KCC's supervision.

“A project was submitted to improve the
road but is yet to be passed,” Liaquat said.

“KDA constructed the road, then why
aren’t they maintaining it?” said ASM Kabir,
executive engineer of Khulna LGED.

“The road does not fall under LGED's
supervision. Each street has an ID and is
included in a gazette. KDA can't just hand
over a road on oral direction. That's why
ministries must sit together and discuss the
matter, but that is yet to happen,” Kabir
said.

“We won't object to maintaining the
road, if it's given an ID from the ministry,”
he said.
