The ambulance driver evaded
detention by fleeing the spot, said
Sheikh Nasim Habib, OC of Biral
Police Station.

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Contacted, DNCC Assistant Engineer of Zone-5 Ejajul Islam
Ansary said they were working on drainage system beneath
the footpath to solve waterlogging issues in the area.

Regarding the disarray created by the scattered
construction materials, he said, “There is a High Court
order to cover up construction materials so that people do
not have to suffer from dust. We are trying to do it properly.
However, sometimes it's not possible as workers tend to
rush through their work.”

“In most of the cases, the workers pile up the sand for
two to three days and use it within the same period. As
another pile comes in, they continue working in the same
way and sometimes forget to cover up the sand due to the
constant workload,” he added.

He assured this correspondent that he will look into the
matter and hoped for the work to be completed within the
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long, crowded queues, and it becomes
difficult sometimes to be there for such a
long time. For instance, there is no toilet
for women to use there,” she told The Daily
Star.

“However, BRTA officials are helpful; if
there is a separate cell for woman, it would
be better for us,” she said.

Tirtha Pratim Barua, an inspector of
Chattogram BRTA, told this newspaper, “It
is true that there is no separate arrangement
for women in license examinations, but the
authority is thinking about it.”

“However, we give priority if there is any
female examinee so she could easily finish
both practical and written examinations,”
he added.

Sirajum Munira, a private job holder

and license-seeker, has been practicing
driving by borrowing her friend’s scooter.
“Sometimes men stare at me strangely
when I'm out practicing near my house,”
she said. “People’s mindsets need to
change; women riding a scooter should not
be an odd sight.”

Rehana Begum Ranu, a women's rights
activist, lauded the changing trend. “Even
five or six years ago, only women from the
most elite class of society would be seen
behind the wheel. But that is changing.
Mothers are driving their children to
school, or going to work on their own.
This, T believe, will help in empowering
women by encouraging those who are
considering getting their own vehicles
but are still apprehensive,” she told this
newspaper.
