at Joy Bangla Concert 2020

The Joy Bangla Concert 2020, held
at Army Stadium on March 7,
commemorated the spirit and courage
relayed to our countrymen nearly five
decades ago by the Father of the Nation,
through his historic speech on March 7,
1971.
