CoviD-19 TRIALS

WHO halts
malaria,
HIV drugs

REUTERS, Geneva

The World Health
Organization (WHO)
said on Saturday that
it was discontinuing its
trials of the malaria drug
hydroxychloroquine and
combination HIV drug
lopinavir/ritonavir in
hospitalised patients with
Covid-19 after they failed
to reduce mortality.
“These interim
trial results show that
hydroxychloroquine
and lopinavir/ritonavir
produce little or
no reduction in the
mortality of hospitalised
Covid-19 patients when
compared to standard
of care. Solidarity trial
investigators will interrupt
the trials with immediate
effect,” the WHO said in
a statement, referring to
large multi-country trials
that the agency is leading.

The previous WHO
record for new cases was
189,077 on June 28.
Deaths remained steady at
about 5,000 a day.

Fodder crisis in
flooded regions

STAR REPORT

The cattle farmers of the flood-hit regions
in Bangladesh are facing fodder shortage
for their livestock.

An unusual price hike of fodders has
made it even more difficult for them to
feed their animals. The cattle are becoming
weak day by day due to insufficient food,
farmers said.

Livestock officials in some districts said
they already sought fodder to their higher
authorities for their regions.

Mukti Khatun, of Sirajganj’s Kazipur
upazila, said most of the cattle grazing
fields were submerged in the district.

“I don't even have sufficient money
in my hand to buy dry fodders for my

cattle. I am worried,” she said from a flood
protection embankment where she took
shelter with her livestock.

The situation in
Lalmonirhat districts
Sirajganj.

Cattle farmers in the two districts said
they were facing acute shortage of green
fodder, especially grass and paddy straws.

District livestock officials in the two
districts said around 24 lakh cows,
buffaloes, goats and sheep survived on
natural resources in the districts.

The unusual price hike in the fodder
market was also visible in the two districts.

Mansur Uddin, farmer of Kurigram's
Chilmari upazila, said each maund of hay
