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Woman’s throat-slit 
body recovered

Police recovered the throat-slit body of a housewife from 
Pashchim Bazar area in Netrakona’s Purbadhala upazila 
yesterday morning.

The victim was identified as Lipi Akter, 35, wife of Azizul 
Islam of the area. 

Police said Azizul is a BGB personnel and his wife Lipi 
used to live at home with her fifth-grader son.

Quoting the deceased’s relatives and neighbours, Officer 
in Charge of Purbadhala Police Station Mohammad 
Tawhidur Rahman said family members found Lipi and 
her brother-in-law, Azizul’s cousin, Russell Ahmed, 28, in 
critical state at Lipi’s house around 4:00am. 

Hearing scrams, neighbour and family members entered 
her room and found the duo with their throat-slit and took 
them to Purbadhala Upazila Health Complex, where the 
doctors declared Lipi dead. 

Later, Russel, proprietor of a computer shop, was shifted 
to Mymensingh Medical College Hospital as his condition 
deteriorated.

Police primarily suspected that the two might have been 
in an extramarital affair. 

Russel might have killed Lipi by slitting her throat with 
a sharp weapon and then tried to take his own life in the 
same fashion, the OC added.

They were trying to find out the motive behind the 
murder, the OC said, adding that no case has been filed as 
of filing of this report around 7:00pm. 

Lightning kills farmer

A man was killed in lightning strike in Pirganj upazila of 
the district on Saturday afternoon. 

The victim, Promoth Nath, 30, a farmer, was son of 
Supendra Nath of Sindagar village in the upazila.

Officer in Charge (OC) of Pirganj Police Station Prodip 
Kumar Roy told this correspondent over phone that a 
thunderbolt hit Promoth while he was going to bring their 
cattle back from a field nearby his house amid rain around 
1:30pm. 

Hearing screams, villagers rescued him and took him 
to Pirganj Upazila Health Complex, where the doctors 
declared him dead. 

LAND DISPUTE

Man gets life term 
for killing

A Thakurgaon court yesterday sentenced a man to life term 
imprisonment and another to six months in connection 
with a case for killing a man over land dispute in 2006. 

The lifer was identified as Shahidul Islam Bulu, 59, son 
of late Jakaria of Dakkhin Rajagaon village in Thakurgaon 
Sadar upazila, while Bahadur Ali, 58, son of Sanglu of the 
same village, is sentenced for six months imprisonment.

Thakurgaon Additional District and Session Judge 
Tariqul Kabir fined Shahidul Tk 10,000. In default, he is to 
suffer six months more in jail.

The court also fined Bahadur Tk 500, and, in default, he 
is to suffer another month in prison. 

Judge Tariqul Kabir also acquitted 10 other accused in 
the case, as charges brought against them could not be 
proved. 

According to the case statement, Sirajul Islam and his 
two brothers Shah Alam and Rashidul Islam, residents of 
the same village, went to cultivate their ancestral land on 
June 1 in 2006.

At one stage, a group of people led by Shahidul equipped 
with lethal weapons swooped on the three siblings and 
stabbed them indiscriminately, leaving them all severely 
injured.

Villagers rescued them in critical state and took them 
to Thakurgaon Sadar Hospital, from where they were later 
shifted to Rangpur Medical College Hospital.

Later, Rashidul, 16, succumbed to his injuries while 
undergoing treatment there the same night.

The following day, Sirajul filed a murder case with Sadar 
Police Station accusing 16 people.

After investigating, Sub Inspector Adil Hossain, also the 
investigation officer of the case, submitted the charge-sheet 
to the court on April 26 in 2007. 

Minor girl, woman 
found murdered

Police recovered the body of a minor girl and an 
unidentified woman from different areas of Kaharol and 
Ghoraghat upazila of the district yesterday.

The deceased, Jerin Akter, 9, a Class II student at a local 
primary school, was daughter of Ziarul Islam of Baishpur 
village in Kaharol upazila, while the identity of the woman, 
aged about 30 years, could not be ascertained as of filing 
this report around 8:00pm yesterday.

Jerin’s father Ziarul said after taking her meal on Saturday 
night his daughter went sleep, but the family members 
found her missing from her room around 10:00pm. 

Later, her family members, relatives and villagers looked 
for her in every possible places but failed to know her 
whereabouts.

The following morning, villagers found her body 
floating in a pond near her house and informed the police. 

Away in Ghoraghat, the body of an unidentified woman 
was found dead at a field near Sura Mosque area in the 
upazila yesterday morning. 

Being informed by the villagers, police recovered the 
body and sent it to the hospital for autopsy.

Tangail kitchen market sees no 
development in 33 years

It is almost impossible to use the earthen roads in the market during monsoon

Park Market, the main kitchen market in 
Tangail town, sees no development in 33 
years, causing immense sufferings to the 
buyers and sellers.

Local people have been demanding 
development of the market since it has 
been launched over three decades back but 
to no effect.

According to the Tangail municipality, 
the then municipality authorities took an 
initiative to hold reforms of the Chhoy Ani 
Market, the then main market in the town, 
in 1977. 

Later, a market was set up temporarily 
covering three acres of land of Tangail Park, 
a children park, area near the Bhasani Hall. 

Reforms of the Chhoy Ani Market were 
made and the market started again. Later, 
the municipality started leasing out shops 
at the market and it was known as Park 

Market.
Currently the Park Market is known as 

the main kitchen market in the district 
town and there are around 700 permanent 
shops and 300 temporary shops in the 
market. 

However, no drain was constructed for 
such a large kitchen market during the 
time. Even there is no alternative system to 
drain out water from the market.

Consequently, the whole market area 
remains covered with thick mud and water 
remains stagnant there most of the days. It 
is almost impossible to enter the market 
due to the mud just after a little rain.

During a recent visit to the kitchen 
market, it was seen that the activities of 
the buyers and sellers were going on in the 
thick mud and water while huge piles of 
garbage remained unattended at different 
places in the market.   

Several traders at the market alleged 

that although the municipality authorities 
get revenue from the leased shops at the 
market, they are not so active to develop 
the market.

Many meat traders said there is no 
slaughter house in the market while 40 to 
50 cows and goats are slaughtered every 
day.  As a result, they are compelled to 
slaughter the animals on the open road.

Shamsul Alam, a resident of Victoria 
Road in the town, said the Park Market 
is now so dirty that it seems like a waste 
dumping place.

Nurul Haque, a resident of Registry Para 
in the town, said as all the roads through 
the market remain covered with mud, it is 
almost impossible to use the earthen roads 
during the rainy season.

Joy Saha, a rights activist and also a 
resident of Paradise Para area near the 
market, said as the market has no place for 
loading and unloading goods, it is done 

after parking the vehicles on the roads. 
As a result, the roads in the area remain 
muddy over the year.   

“Although the municipality authorities 
have pledged for many occasions to hold 
developments of the kitchen market and 
its adjacent roads, nothing has done so 
far,” he added. 

Joaher Ali, general secretary of the 
traders’ association at the market, said as 
there are no street lights, the whole market 
turns into a ghost area since the evening. 

Abdul Barek, president of the traders 
association of the market, said despite 
repeated pleas, the authorities concerned 
are yet to take any steps to develop the 
kitchen market. 

Contacted, Jamilur Rahman Miron, 
mayor of Tangail municipality, said 
they will develop the market as soon as 
possible.
