In a rare move, Road Transport and Bridges
Ministry yesterday appointed a project
director within five days of the approval of
the Jhenaidah-Jashore highway expansion
project.

The move came after Prime Minister
Sheikh Hasina at the last ECNEC meeting
expressed serious discontent over the five-
year tenure of the project and asked to cut
the project period by two years.

It takes some two to three months to
have a project director appointed for a
Roads and Highways Department (RHD)
project, department officials said.

The Executive Committee of the
National Economic Council (ECNEC) on
Tuesday passed the Tk 4,188 crore in a bid
to upgrade the 48.50km highway into four
lanes, with service lanes on both sides.

The tenure of the project, which would
be implemented with a loan from the
World Bank, had a stipulated deadline of
October 2020 to December 2025 with one-
year liability period.

But Hasina, at the ECNEC meeting,
reportedly questioned why it would take
five years to improve a 48km road and
asked to complete construction work

UN ASSEMBLY ADOPTS TWO RESOLUTIONS UNANIMOUSLY
The General Assembly adopts a unanimous resolution calling for
the admission of Bangladesh to the world body at an early date.
Member countries including China and Pakistan approve the
resolution moved by Yugoslavia with the support of 22 countries.

According to witnesses,
Sohel went to Hajipara
to visit his ancestral
property after hearing that
the property was being
grabbed.

Around 1:30am, the
criminals beat up Sohel,
leaving him seriously
injured.

He was rushed to
Chakaria Upazila Health
Complex where doctors
declared him dead.

Ashraf Hossain,
inspector (investigation) of
Chakaria Police Station, a
man, Abdul Mannan, 34,
was arrested for his alleged
involvement in the murder.

Says top adviser to Khamenei;
Fakhrizadeh's remains taken to
shrines ahead of funeral today

Iran will give a “calculated and decisive” response to
the killing of its top nuclear scientist, said a top adviser
to Iran’s Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei, while
a hardline newspaper suggested Tehran's revenge should
include striking the Israeli city of Haifa.

“Undoubtedly, Iran will give a calculated and decisive
answer to the criminals who took Martyr Mohsen
Fakhrizadeh from the Iranian nation,” Kamal Kharrazi,
who is also head of Iran’s Strategic Council on Foreign
Relations, said in a statement.

Fakhrizadeh, long suspected by Western and Israeli
government of masterminding a secret nuclear weapons
program, was ambushed on a highway near Tehran on
Friday and gunned down in his car.

Iran’s clerical and military rulers have blamed the
Islamic Republic’s longtime enemy, Israel, for the killing.
Iran has in the past accused Israel of killing several Iranian
nuclear scientists since 2010.

Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu's office has
declined to comment on the killing. An Israeli cabinet
minister, Tzachi Hanegbi, said on Saturday he did not
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
