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Tangail road
crash kills 2

Two people were killed and
three others were injured in
a road accident at Kalihati
upazila in Tangail early
yesterday.

The deceased are
Sanwar Hossain, an Ansar
personnel, and Sabuj Miah,
employee of a tobacco
company. Both of them
hailed from Gopalganj
district.

Md Kamal Hossain, in-
charge of Elenga Highway
Police Outpost, said the
accident took place around
2am when an unidentified
vehicle hit a Rangpur-
bound microbus from
Dhaka.

The force of the collision
killed two of its passengers
on the spot, the official
said.

The three injured
microbus passengers,
including its driver, were
rushed to Tangail General
Hospital.

Highway police are
trying to identify the
unidentified vehicle, which
managed to flee the spot,
the official added.
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The wrecked microbus lays on the side of the road. The accident claimed the life of Ansar member Sanwar

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DURATION OF LIFE IMPRISONMENT
Apex court to give
its verdict today

The Appellate Division of the Supreme Court will deliver
its decision today on the meaning and tenure of a convict’s
life imprisonment.

The apex court will also announce its verdict on a review
petition involving the dispute over the issue.

The review petition has been included as the first item in
today’s cause-list of a seven-member bench of the Appellate
Division headed by Chief Justice Syed Mahmud Hossain
for announcement of judgement, says the SC website.

On November 24, the top court fixed December 1 as the
date for delivering verdict after it concluded rehearing on
the review petition filed by a convict, Ataur Mridha.

On July 11 last year, an apex court bench had kept the
petition CAV (the verdict will be delivered any day).

Later, a judge of the bench retired and another was
appointed to the apex court. The SC bench included the
petition in the cause list for its rehearing on November 24.

The apex court had earlier heard expert opinions from
four amicus curiae (friends of court) -- senior lawyers AF
Hasan Ariff, Rokanuddin Mahmud, Abdur Rezak Khan and
AM Aminuddin -- on the issue.

Khandker Mahbub Hossain and Mohammad Shishir
Manir appeared for the petitioner while Attorney General
AM Amin Uddin argued for the state on November 24.

Ataur Mridha challenged an apex court verdict that on
February 14, 2017 commuted his death penalty to life
imprisonment in a murder case. The Appellate Division
bench headed by then Chief Justice SK Sinha had said
life imprisonment means jail until natural death of the
convict. Mridha submitted the petition to the SC seeking
review of its judgment the same year.

control indiscriminate sand extraction in order to save river
erosion.

Later at a briefing, Cabinet Secretary Khandker Anwarul
Islam said they held several inter-ministerial meetings in
last three or four months on the matter and gave precise
directives for Balu Mahal (sand extraction zone).

“We then formed a committee led by the land secretary
and gave them a guideline too,” he added. “One of the prime
reasons for river erosion is indiscriminate sand extraction.”

The committee will prepare rules by January next year.
The Water Development Board and BIWTA with the help of
respective deputy commissioners will survey Balu Mahals
and fix the quantity of sand, he said.

He said they will use “multibeam technology” to find out
the precise quantity of sand. After that, the DCs will disclose
it in their respective websites with maps. There will also be
a list of contractors who will be involved in sand extraction.

“Contractors will be able to extract sand on a limited
scale. None other than the specific contractor will be able
to extract sand. I hope it will then come under a system and
indiscriminate sand extraction will stop,” he said.

Asked about local musclemen, who used to control Balu
Mahal, he said they will not be able to do so anymore.
“There will be tender advertisement in newspapers and
websites detailing the amount of sand in a Balu Mahal,”
said Anwarul.

At the meeting, the cabinet also gave some directives to
modify the Delta Plan.

The cabinet also approved draft “National Emergency
Service 999 Policy -- 2020". According to the draft, a separate
unit will look after the 999 service to make it more effective,
said the cabinet secretary.

3 to die for killing
child in N'ganj

Three people were sentenced to death yesterday for killing
a child in Sonargaon upazila of Narayanganj in 2013.

Additional District and Sessions Judge Sheikh Razia
Sultana delivered the verdict in presence of the accused, said
Additional Public Prosecutor Mohammad Abdur Rahim.

The court also sentenced another person to 10 years in
jail, fined all the convicts Tk 10,000 each and acquitted five
others in connection with the murder, he said.

The death row convicts are Fazlul Haque Munsi alias
Fazal Munsi, his brother Jasim Uddin Rana alias Langra
Jasim, and one Raju of Durgaprasad village.

Five-year-old Soaib Hossein, son of Nazmul Islam
Masum of Mangalergaon village, went missing on February
20, 2013, after he went out to play with his friends.

Six days later Soaib was found dead in a bush nearby his
house, according to the case statement.

Soaib’s father Nazmul filed the case against 13 people,
including the convicts, with Sonargaon Police Station. He
said perpetrators killed his son over previous enmity.

Yesterday expressing dissatisfaction with the verdict,
Nazmul said, “I had hoped that all the accused would be
sentenced to death. But only three people were handed
down the punishment. I will appeal to the High Court for
capital punishment of the acquitted accused.”
