Four killed, three injured by
man-eaters in Sundarbans

BAGERHAT Feb; 19: Four
persons were killed and three
others injurcd by the Royal
Bengal tigers in the Sundar-
bans in the last one week, ac-
cording to reports received
here.

Ahamma Akon (37) was
killed on the spot by a tiger
near Dhansagar Forest Office
under Sharankhola Of-
fice in Bagerhat district on
February 7.

It is reported that when
the deccased was catching lob-
sters with his son [rom a canal
in the Sundarban forest area
the man-cater suddenly at-
tacked him and took him into
the deecp forest. Being in-
formed of the matter the for-
cst guards of D r office
recovered the decomposed
body from the deep forest the
same day. He hailed from
Chipa Baraikhali village undecr

Morrelganj Upazila.

Another report states that
Altal Hossain (22) . a fisher-

man was killed by a man-cater
at Bhaifjor in the Sundarbans
only a few days ago. It is stated
that when the deccased was
catching fish with some other
fishermen. a man-cater sud-
denly fell on him and took him
away. But the fellow fishermen
chased the tiger with big
knives and lethal ns and
rescued their friend from the
clutch.of the "ﬁ: but before
that he died. dead body
was sent to his relatives.

An old woman of village
Baidyamari under Mongla
Upazila (in the district of
Bagerhat ) was killed by a Royal
Bengal tiger when she went to
Sundarbans for collecting
some [irewood. It is learnt that
the old woman crossed the
silted up Kharma river that
separates Sundarbans from her
village and went to the forest.
When she began collect firc-
wood the tiger suddenly at-
tacked her from behind and
took her into the deep loresl.
Being informed to them mat-

ter the forest guards- of
Baidyamari forest office recov-
ered the body.

Sarat Chandra (40) of Tala
Upazila in the district of
Satkhira and three others
were injured at Dublarchar in
Sundarbans under Mongla
Upazila. It is reported that
when ill-fated Sarat Chandra
alighted from his boat at night,
a tiger suddenly attacked him
and took him into the deep
forest. His three associates
who rushed to the sport to
rescue him were also attacked
by the tiger. As a result they
were seriously injured. The
injured persons were admil-
ted. The body of Sarat Chandra
was untraced.

Mention may be made
here that recently tigers have
become at menace lo the
wood -cutters, fishermen and
the Mawals in Sundarban lor-
est, particularly in Sharankhola
and Chandpai Forest Ranges in
Bagerhat district.

Price of building
materials up

The construction and re-
pairing works of rural houses
in district is being
due to scarcity and

high prices of house building
materials ltke C.1. sheets, ce-
ment, bamboo. straw and rope.
Prices of building materials

in the district went up~by 20

per cent. The people of rural
arcas ol Pirganj, Baliadangi.
Haripur and Ranisankail of the
district can not aflford to pur-
chase house bullding materials
at on cxorbitant price.

Price of bamboo has jnmped
to Taka 55 from Taka 30 per
plece. Gol leaves sell at Taka
60 as against Taka 40 pcr bun-
dle. A 'kahone' of straw is be-
ing sold at Taka 40 as against
256. Mango wood sells al Taka
250 per cubic feet while jack
and blackberry sell at Taka
374 per cubic feet. At present,
at least Taka 20,000 s re-
quired to construct a kutcha
house.

The supply of C.1. sheets in
the local markets has awfu'ly
fallen. The C.l. sheets are sold
al such an exorbitant price
that majority people can hardly
afford to buy it, and the im-
ported C.1. sheets are totally
absent in the market.

On the other hand, the
prices of bricks, rod and ce-
ment are also high hampering

construction works of pucca
houses. Bricks sells here be-
tween Taka 2000 and 2100
per thousand as against Taka
1500 w 1600. Cement price
has doubled
