Iraq disbands Popular Army

BAGHDAD, Apr 26: Iraq said
today it was disbanding
one-million strong Popular
Army, repots Reuter.

The Iraqi News Agency
(INA) said the ruling
Revolution Command Council
(RCC) took the decision on
Friday. The Defence Minister
should take the necessary
steps to ensure that it was car-
ried out.

The Popular Army, formed
before Iraq's 1980-88 war with
Irap, draws its strength mainly
from 16 and 17 year-olds, who
are under the age of conscrip-
tion, and men over the age of
45. If has a small symbolic
force of women.

Some Popular Army mem-
bers served in Kuwait during
Iraq's seven-month occupation
which ended when US-led
Allies drove Baghdad's troops
out in February.

*They're going to stay there
as long as it takes to make sure
these refugees are being taken
care of, and not a minute
longer,” Bush said in reference
to the US troops providing se-
curity along with other allied
forces at reliel camps being
constructed in northern lraq.

In a brief impromptu news
conference following a tree-
planting ceremony at the
White House, the President
said he expects no [urther
trouble from Iraqi forces near
the camps — and he reaffinrmed
in forceful style his off-stated
desire that Saddam, Iraq's
President, be overthrown.

Alluding to reports from
Baghdad that Saddam's gov-
ernment and Kurdish leaders
are working out an agreemnt
on autonomy for Iraqi Kurds,
Bush said such a deal would
solve "only part of the prob-
lem.”

*There will not be normal
relations with this man as long
as I'm President of the United
States”, he added.

“His people don’t like him
-— it's only terror that's keep-
ing him in power. History will
show you that these things
manage to take care of them-
selves, and | hope it happens
soon because we want him out
of there.”

Bush also said he expects

no further complications in
the refugee relief operation fo-
llowing the withdrawal of Iraqi
security forces from the town
