Begum
Khaleda Zia on Thursday urged
all Non-Government Organi-
sations (NGOs) to supplement

the government relief ac-
tivities for mitigating the sul-
ferings of the cyclone aflected
people, reports BSS.

Addressing the representa-
tives of different NGOs, donor
agencies and foreign missions
at her secretariat office the
Prime Minister said "We can
bring back the good days of the
suffering people with our
united and coordinated en-
deavours.”

The meeting, held to find
out ways and means for better
coordination between the gov-
emment and NGOs relief activ-
ities, was also addressed,

which were inundated in the
tidal bore were still under wa-
ter.

The Prime Minister in-
formed the meeting that the
government with its limited

resources was trying its best to

bring succour to the affected
people. Efforts have to be sup-
plemented to overcome the
crisis following the devastation

of the severe cyclonic storm,
she said. :

The meeting was informed
that about 10 million people
were directly affected by the
devasjating cyclone and it was
feared that more than 100
thousands people were killed
in the cyclone. The meeting
was told that 90 to 100 per
cent of houses and ecrops in

hampering the overall relief
activities.

The meeting observed that
the country now needed food,
shelter, medicines. live saving
materials, house building ma-
terials and other relief materi-
als to save the affected people
of the coastal belt.

The meeting pointed out
that the sending of relief ma-

terials specially food stull was

being hampered becauge of
less number of helicopters. It
urged the foreign countries to
provide more helicopters for
expediting the reliefl activities
in the affected arecas where
thousands of people needed
immediate succour.

The NGO representatives
showed keen interest in ex-
tending their all-out support to
the present government in its
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relief activities. They pointed
out to the Prime Minister that
they would need well coordi-
nated transportation facilities
to take the reliefl materials to
the affected off-shore islands.
The NGO representatives
also stressed the need for im-
mediate coordination werk
from the government to save
