Delay is also caused at differ-
ent river ferries on way from north to south
that results in waste of large quantity of man-

Huq told the member that
the SPARRSO gave early warn-
ing on the floods of 1987 and
1988 and forecast of impend-
ing cyclonic storm in 1985
and 1991. This organisation
provided early warning about
floods and cyclonic-storms to
the Met Office, Water Devel-
opment Board and other con-
cerned organisations. Besides,
SPARRSO has been conducting
research on the acreage of
paddy, wheat and other crops

On domestic
routes, he said, cargo fare had
been raised in 1980, 1982,

1985 and 1990 at rates

from 25 per cent to 40 per
cent.
