Philippines refuses return
of Marcos' body

MANILA, Aug 16: The gov-
ernment has refused to allow
the return of Ferdinand
Marcos’' body for burial because
of fears that extremists could
exploit his funeral to embar-
rass President Corazon Aquino,
her chief aide said Friday, re-
ports AP,

Executive Secretary
Franklin Drilon said in a radio
interview the government be-
licves Marcos' widow, Imelda,
wants to returm to quietly bu
her husband but :]I-uml; ﬂl;{ghLi:la--.:'lr
and leftist extremists could
use the funeral to create trou-
ble.

"We are trying to prew:nt
people from getting hurt be-
cause the situation might get

beyond our control,

Analysts said the vote was
unprecedented in Peru's 170-
year Republican history.

The House voted 88-76 o
lift Garcia’'s immunity, after a
seven-hour debate. An uproar
broke out among Garcia's
Aprista Party congressional
members immediately after
the vote was announced.
Several dozen young party ac-
tivists in the gallery shouted,
“The APRA (Alllance of
American Revolutionary
Parties) will never die” and
punched the air with clenched
fists for ten ninutts

Carcia has denied all

charges of wrongdoing. accus
ing his political enemies of
staging a witch hunt against
him and vowing v defend
himself in court personally If
he is brought to trial.
