An cmergency mecting of
the Dhaka University Syndicate
held Wednesday night consti-
tufed a commitiee to investi-
gate all the incidents which
took place on the campus from
9.30 Tuesday night to 10.30
am Wednesday including ont
ol police into Jagannath Hall
premiscs, reports BSS.

A DU press release said, Lhe
Syndicale mecting, presided
over by Vice-Chancellor Prof
M Moniruzzaman Miah, ex-
pressed decp sympathy for the
students who were injured in
Jagannath llall Tuesday night.

The meeting expressed
deep resentment over the ter-
rorist activitics including ran-
sacking of the office of the
Vice-Chanccllor, administra-
tive building, residence of the
house tutor of Salimullah Hall
and the office and the resi-
dence of the Provost of
Jagannath llall. The meeting
observed that the university
had te incur heavy [inancial
losses due o successive
terrorism on the campus.

The meeting lauded the
moral cou of the common
students for helping in holding
classes Wednesday despite
massive tetrorist activitics on
the campus. It also urged all
student organisations and the
gencral students to keep vigi-
lance so that the academic at-
mosphere of the university is
not disrupted [ollowing cam-
pus violenee.

Apprising the Syndicate
members of the incidents that
took place on the campus be-
lween 9.30 pm Tuesday and
10.30 am Wednesday the Vice-
Chancellor said, conflicting
versions were received [rom
hall, police and student
sources rcgarding the entry of
police into Jagannath Hall
premises,

Howcver, he said, the in-
formation received from hall
authorities showed that all be-
came bemused following sud-
den entry of police into the
hall premises <completely
without any knowledge of the
authorities. Before making any
guess, the hall authorities
heard the screaming of the
fearful students who were
moving hither and thither in
panic. Al the same time the
sounds of bursting of tear gas
shells and shootings were also
heard from all around.

The provosts and some res-
idential teachers while in their
bid to know the cause ol police
action amid tear gas suffoca-
tion, where also injured, the
Vice-Chancellor said qugting
the version of the hall authori-
ties.

The provost of Jagannath
Hall then contacted over
phone the Vice-Chancellor and
wanted to know the reason of
police action. The provost also
sought interverdtion of the
Vice-Chancellor to stop
“inhuman” torture by the po-
lice, Meanwhile, the students
who took shelter at the

provost office for self-defence
from police action also de-
manded of the Vice-Chancellor
to immedialely stop police ac-
tion. The police left:-the cam-
pus at around 10.30 last night.
