CPA earns Tk 144.69 cr

CHITTAGONG, Oct :
Chittagong Port ﬁuthnrily
(CPA) earned Taka 144.69
crore during 1990-91 and had
a surplus of Taka 32.63 crore
dfter meeting expenditure, re-
ports BSS,

The CPA paid Taka 13 crore
to the government out of its
carnings during the year.

CPA Chairman Akhtar Kamal
told newsmen at a briefing
session at the port training
centre auditorium here today.
He said the port had handled
72.01 lakh metric tons cargo
during the year of which 62.82
lakh metric tons were import
cargoes and 9.19 lakh metric
goes. The Port
handled 1,01,281 TEUs (total
equivalent units) containcrs
and 1,151 vessels during the
year.

The Port Chairman said that
the Port's current year's tar-
gets for cargo, ship and con-
tainer handling were fixed at
75 lakh metric tons, 1200
ships and 1,25,000 TEUs re-
spectively.

The Port Chairman said that
part of Port's under mnslruc

and that this had facilitated
berthing of container vessels

" as well as unloading and load-

ing of containers. Mechanical
handling of containers has also
been facilitated, he added®

He said when completed,
the multi-purpose® jetty would
be able to handle 1,90,000
[TEU) containers annually.

Akhtar Kamal said that un-
der the rehabilitation pro-

gramme of Port after April
29 cyclone’and tidal bore, 12
sunken !hlpa were salvage
while six shorc cranes were
repaired. Scven shore cranes

damaged during the cyclane

had gone out of repair.
Wreckages of some sunken
ships were yet to be sal

as a result of which two jetties
cou ot be used. Some dam-
aged
and put into operation again.

Night navigation in the Port
channel had been abandoned
as some navigational aids could
not be put into gear.

So far 15 jetties out of the
total 17 had been made work-
able and the port authority
hopes to reach pre-cyclone
Icw:l port working capacity in
the next six months. Almost all
jettics were totally or partially
damaged during the cyclone
and tidal surge.

The Port Chairman said that
the Port had acquired a
dredger with French assis-
tanece but it could not be put
into operation for lack of nec-
essary manpower, dredging is
essential in the navigational
channel of the Port to remove
siltation from time to time, he
said.

The Port has also estab-
lished a railway wagon weigh
bridge and several road
bridges in the Port area for
smooth movement of trucks
and logries.

He said the Port had under-
taken building up of back up
facilities for multi-purpose
jetty, a central and a zonal
workshop, management in-
formation service and facili-

tties had been repaired

ties for manpower develop- |

ment, planning and tralning
All these projects would be
completed by October, 1992.

Chittagong Port is expected
to receive a new floating crane
with Japanese assistance and
concerned ministry is making
all out eflorts in his respect,
the Port Chairman said.

The CPA has forwarded a
proposal to the nment to
include 13 new projects and
five on-going projects in the
Fourth Five Year Devclopment
Plan of the Port. The p
hew projects include, inter
alia, rehabilitation of jetties
from 14 to 17, procurement of
two dredgers and machinery
for cargo handling, establish-
ment of an oil jetting, one
warechouse and one operational
complex.

The CPA has been receiving
financial and technical assis-
tance from World Bank and
Finland in implementing its
various projects, the Chairman

The Port Chairman said the
CPA was facing some problems
