Oral cholera vaccine likely to

An oral cholera vaccine de-
veloped by Swedish investiga-
tors and field :’I;d II:
Bﬂw is expec to
avai in the world market
in near future, reports BSS.

Ficld trial of the vaccine was
made by the International
Centre for Diarrhocal Disease
Rescarch, Bangladesh
(ICDDR.B) in its fcld trial area
at Matlab in 1985.

This was stated by Dr RB
Sack of ICDDR,B in his presen-
tation on " tive unur.
in controlling diarrhoeal .
cases: oral cholera vaccine™ at
the plenary session on the
second of the annual scien-
tific conference of ICDDR.B
held here Sunday.

This is a non-living oral vac-
cine prepared from whole cell
B-subunit of cholera toxin. The
vaccine has no side cffect and
cold chain required Lo prevent
loss of viability was not critical,
he said.

D Sack said the vaccine s
yet to go for large scale pro-
duction. It costs about one
dollar for the recommended
two doses to prevent the dis-
case. The cost was expected to
decrease further, .

However, ICDDR.B s inves-
tigating the possibility of pro-
ducing this vaccine at a rea-
sonably lower cost as the
cholera patients arc mainly lo-
caled in the r developing
countries of Africa and
Latin America.

ICDDR,B is showing fresh
interest in the production of
oral cholera vaccines following
large-scale outbreak of the dis-
ease in Lalin American coun-
tries "aller about 100 ycars.

The epidemic started in
Peru and spread Lo Ecuador,
Colombia, Chiie and DBrazil.
Between January and May this
year, over 200,00Q cases were
registcred and ncarly 3000
deaths were reporied, said Dr
AK Siddique, another scientist

of ICDDR,B. ICDDR.B re-
spondcd to the call by
Ecuadorian ment for as-

sistance by sending scientists
from the centre who hclped
the Ecuadorian government in
epidemiological investigation,
casc managcement and labora-
tory diagnostic mcthods, he
said.

Scientists and experts in

cholera and diarrhoeal dis-

cascs apprehended thal most
of the developing countrics
were having cholera at differ-
ent degrees of intensity but
they were following a trend to
hide the information for fear of
import ban by the developed
nations from these countries.
