NETRAKONA, Feb 24 : At
least 47 people died and about
one 1000 were attacked by di-
arrhoea, dysentery and other
water born diseases in differ-
ent under Kalmakanda
upazila in Netrakona district
during the last 40 days.

But official sources, how-
ever confirmed the death fig
ure at 35. The worst affected
villages are Chaila Pachganj
and different villages of
Kharnol Rangchati and
Kalmakanda unions. Hospital
sources said a large number of

diarrhoeal patients are coming
to upazila health complex ev-
eryday and the number is in-
creasing day by day.

Besides, patients of affected
areas are suffering seriously for
want of pure drinking water,
oral saline and other preven-
tive medicines . When con-
tacted, Civil Surgeon of Ne-
trakona told this correspon-
dent that he himselfl visited
the affected areas and nine
medical teams of the depart-
ment have been working ac-
tively to bring the situation
under contral.
