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KNM spends Tk 6 lakh |
per day for sweet water

KHULNA, Mar 12: The
Khulna Newsprint Mills (KNM)
has been incurring additional
expenditure of Taka six lakh a
month for carrying sweet wa-
ter from the Madhumati as
saline incursion in Bhairab
river increased alarmingly due
to withdrawal of waters at

Farakka.

About 400 tons of sweet
water are brought everyday in
three barges from the
Maghumati at Narail, 30 miles
upstream, mill sources said.

Due to unilateral withdrawal
at Farakka, the water level of
the Padma has gone down and
the river Gorai silted up block-
ing water flow downstream.
Besides, saline water of the Bay
of Bengal entered almost all
the rivers of the downstream
of Padma.

According to the chief
engineer of KNM, salinity in
the water of the river Bhairab
on March 3 was 2100 PPM,
while it was 1600 PPM on this
day last year and in 1989 it

was 1650 PPM on the same
day. About 400 tons of salinity-
free sweet water is needed ev-
ery day to keep the mills go-
ing.

During the last few years,
sweet water was collected
from the river chitra of Narail.
But as salinity increased in the
river this year, requisite quan-
tity of sweet water is being
brought from the Madhumati.
This process started in
February this year and would
continue till June this year,
the sources added.

postal division

MAULVI BAZAR, March 12 :
Maulvi Bazar district has no
postal division. It is put under
two separate postal divisions
— Sylhet and Habigonj postal
divisions since the time of
British Rule.
