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| 2,433 schools damaged in Noakhali

The devastating cyclone and
tidal bore of April 29 caused
scvere damage to the educa-
tional institutions in Noakhali
district. The district adminis-
tration recorded damage to
2,433 institutions so [ar.
However,the [igure may rise
since the administration is yet
to get detail information from
remote areas.

The damaged institutions
include high and primary
schools and madrashas. About
961 educational institutions
have been totally destroyed
while 1,472 damaged partly.

When contacted, a district
administration source told this
correspondent that have
no fund to repair all this dam-

aged institutions. "We are
preparing a detailed report on
the extent of and re-

quirement of fund for the re-
pair work. The report will be
sent to the Education Ministry
for consideration.” sald the
source and mentioned that the
rehabilitation of the
schools and madrashas will
depend on the availability of
fund from the concerned min-
istry.

Among the six upazilas of
Noakhali, the extent of
to the educational institutions

tions inecluding 20 high
schools have been damaged to-
tally. m caused to 450
other and madrashas
were, more or less, partial.

The primary schools and
madrashas on the coastal areas
were found totally demolished
which now require rebuilding.
The schools and madrashas
in the coastal area of
Companyganj Upazila faced the
same devastations like that of
sadar. A total of 141 educa-
tional institutions in six
high schools in different areas
of Companyganj were de-
stroyed. The number of .
tially da schools are 129,
In Senbagh Upazila, a total
of 345 educational institutions
were affected by cyclone. One
hundred of the alfected insti-
tutions were damaged totally.

Seventy schools and
madrashas in Chatkhil Upazila

have been totally destroyed by
the cyclone while 107 were

damaged partially. Salauddin
Kamran, the local MP, told’ this
correspondent that villages
like Baor, Vinpur. Parakot,
Ramnarayan and the

areas were the worst affected
im his upazila where the
schools , madrashas and all the
thatched houses were razed to
the ground. He mentioned that
nearly 2500 dwellings in the
upazila were damaged almni
which 1000 would require fu
reconstruction.

In Hatiya, the worst affected
part of the district, details of
damage to educational institu-
tions is yet to be gathered.
However, the dis-trict admin-
istration recorded damage to
220 schools and madrashas,
among which 150 were totally
