Power supply
erratic

NARAIL, May 12 : Frequent
Power failire and load shed-
ding have become a regular
fallure in Narail town and its
adjoining areas causing much
inconveniences to the resi-
dents and heavy loss to the
businessmen and industrialists,

Town dwellers complained
that the areas plunge into
darkness almost everyday giv-
ing rise to anti-social activities.
Many electric and electronic
household gadgets have be-
come inoperative due to er-
ratic power supply. Production
in the local mills and work-
shops including irrigation in
the irri-boro blocks have also
been aflected.

The price hike of foodstull
in the markets is largely at-
tributed to the frequent Power
faflure

Reltel materials and drink-
ing water are being supplied to
the aflected people of offshore
islands by airdroppings.

Meanwhile, only an army
water vessel could reach Mon-
pura and Dhalchar with relief
materials.

On the other hand, no med-
ical team exceplt one army
medical team could reach the
far ofl islands due to shortage
of water

A doctor of a medical team
who went to Charfassjon of
Bhola Monday last told the
Daily Star that water borne
discases are fast spreading in
offshore islands but we had
nothing o do as we had no-
necessary medicine for them,
the source added. He also told
his inability of going to the
remote islands with his medi-
cal team for want of waler ves-
scls. Four medical icams hav-

Earlier Deputy Commis-
sioner had a meeting with the
people of all section of the so-
ciety and DC sought help and

succour for the cyclone af-
fected people. The reliefl ma-
terials which were collected
and sent to the affected areas
of southern Bangladesh in-
cludes rice, chira, molasses,
sarees, lungees old garments,
flour. biscuits and utensils.
Cash money donated by gener-
ous people including students
lo the tune of Taka 6769 have
also been sent, the DC added.
He also said that mere relief
goods including substantial
quantity of pulses are being
collected for sending them to
the affected places very soon.
Meanwhile Chairman,
Khoksa Upazila had rushed to
cyclone affected places of
Bhola and distributed consid-
erable quantity of chira, flat-

tecned rice. molasses and o
daily necessities among the al-

fected people, according to
another report received here.
In this connection a relief fund
has been opened in Khoksa
upazila. People have been
urged to donate generously.
