Later, the JCD brought out a
procession protesting the
presence of Rajakars in the
campus and also the violence.

Police took some of the at-
tackers into custody. But thcy
were soon released following a
request by the University au-
thorities.

Gandhi's widow Sonia and
two college-age children
boarded a train in New Delhi
with two copper urns contain-
ing some of Gandhi's cremated
remains. The ashes will be
immersed after a 20-hour ride
at Sangam, the confluence of
the holy Ganges and Jamuna
rivers which will bear them
1,000 kilometres (600 miles)
to the Bay of Bengal.

One of the 32 urns was
given to an Indian air force of-
ficer to scatter over the
Himalayan mountains.

The other urns, containing
mostly ashes from the fragrant

sandalwood funeral pyre, were
given to state leaders of the
Congress party to take to their
stales.

United News and Press
Trust of India said police ar-
rested a 30-year-old Sri
Lankan Tamil woman after
suspecting her to be an ac-
complice of Gandhi's assassin.
The woman, identified only by

her first name of Vasanthi, was
taken into custody in South
Arcot district of Tamil Nadu
late Sunday.

Sikh leader Simranjit Singh
Mann said Monday his Akali
Dal party will not allow the
ashes of Gandhi to be taken
around Punjab, Press Trust of
India said.

Gandhi was killed last
Tuesday by a suicide bomber at
an election campaign rally near
the southern city of Madras.

The Election Commission,
meanwhile, said there will be
no changes in the new dates
for the national polls on June
12 and 15. The datcs were re-
set after Gandhi's assassina-
tion. The Congress party has
been pressing the commission
to further advance the dates.

The government Monday
appointed a judicial inquiry
into the assassination, while
police sought a mystery man
who vanished from the scenc
of the fatal bombing.

Justice Minister
Subramaniam Swamy, an-
nouncing the inquiry, told a

news conference that Gandhi
was killed by "a militant orga-
nization with knowledge of
military methods"” and which
had help from local residents.

Investigators have identified
the killer as a woman in her
late 20s with the fcatures of a
Sri Lankan Tamil

IDA fund
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Health Project for Bangladesh
has been almost finalised. Six
hundred million dollars have
been estimated as the package
cost for the five-year project
that begins on January |,
1992,

The budget was primarily
approved at the aid negotiation
meeting held in Washington
during last week of April. A
five-member Bangladesh dele-
gation attended the meeting
where representatives of IDA
and other donors were pre-
sent.

It was decided at the
meeting that Bangladesh would
contribute local fund equiva-
lent to 165 million dollars for
the total project cost. IDA, a
soft-loan affilate of the World
Bank, will give a loan of 180
million dollars for the project,
while the rest 255 million
dollars will be provided by
other donor countries as grant.
The donor countries include
Australia, Canada, Germany,
Japan, the Netherlands,
Norway, Belgium, Sweden, the
UK and other EEC countries.

The fourth project will be
finally approved by the Board
of Directors of IDA in June.

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3000 attacked with

waterborne diseases
in flood-hit districts

Dysentery and diarrhoeas
are spreading in an epidemic
form in Moulvibazar and Sylhet
districts with the recession of
flood water.

A total of 2249 people in-
cluding Monday's 314 were
attacked with ﬂymﬂﬂﬂh
496 fell sick with L8
far in Moulvibazar district,
flood control room told The
Daily Star over telephone.

But the unofficial figures
were much higher as many
cases were not reported to the
control room, another source
said. Ten people died so far in
the district.

The situation In Kulaura
upazila was grave while the sit-
uation in Sadar, Baralekha,
Rajnagar and Kamalgan] was
also reported deteriorating.

About 70 medical teams
were working round the clock
in the affected arcas of the dis-
trict.

Meanwhile, the flood situa-
tion in the district improved
further with the fall of the wa-
ter level in the river Manu.

Tariqul Islam, State
Minister for Social Wellare and
Women Allairs, who has been
ass to oversee reliel op-
erations in Sylhet district,
made a surprise visit to

Moulvibazar on . He
talked to the local authorities
and ordered them 1o gear up
medicare.

CAIRO, May 27 : Kuwalit's
Defcnce Minister said the

United States would not be al- -

lowed to maintain a permanent
military presence in his coun-
Reuter.

"Kuwail has no intention of
granting a permancnt base to
the United States or to allied
troops, but friendly countries
will definitely have a role in
maintaining the security ol the
region a the defence of
Kuwait,” Sheikh Ali Sabah al-
Salem al-Sabah told reporters
after meeting Egyptian
President Hosni Mubarak.

He said he had discussed
the possibtlity of an Arab troop
presence with Mubarak but
would give no details for the
time being. "The presence ol
Arab troops — Egyptian, Syrian
and Gulf — will be the basis of
military presence in Kuwait,”
he said.
