Tk 30 cr plan for reconstruction
of Karnaphuli Bridg

CHITTAGONG, June 13:
The Roads and Highways De-
partment in Dhaka has pre-
pared a Taka 30 crore plan for
repair and reconstruction of
the Karnaphuli Bridge which
was damaged during the April
29 cyclone and tidal surge, ac-
cording to informed sources,
reports BSS.

The bridge on the river
Karnaphuli and its connecting
roads were constructed at a
cost of about Taka 177 crore
with the assistance of the
Netherlands government. The
bridge was damaged when
Chittagong port's [floating
cranc Shaktiman reportedly
hit it. One hundred metre of

the central span of the bridge
has been completely de-
stroyed.

The Chief Engineer of Pub-
lic Works and Transport De-
partment of the Netherlands
recently completed a prelimi-
nary survey on the damaged
bridge. A final survey of the
bridge will be needed before
starting reconstruction works,
the sources said.

Meanwhile, the Roads and
Highways Department has de-
manded a compensation of
Taka 30 crore [rom the Chit-
tagong Port Authority (CPA)
alleging that the bridge was
destroyed as it was hit by the
port's floating cranc Shakti-

man.

The Shaktiman which sank
under the bridge is yet to be
salvaged.

The bridge with 24 pillars
has seven spans. One of the
spans of the bridge was com-
pletely destroyed. One but
scven pillars have no protec-
tive measures.

Jhe bridge was constructed
on the demands of the people
to shorten the distance and
maintain vital roadlink be-
tween Port City and southern
Chittagong.

The sources could not say
when the reconstruction
works of the bridge would be
undcrtaken.
