BAGHDAD, July 15: Iraq,
threatened with a US military
strike and UN action, on
Sunday delivered a new list re-
garding its nuclear facilities to
UN inspectors.

The list was the third, and
reportedly most detailed, that
Baghdad has provided since
April 27.

The head of the UN team
inspecting Irag’s nuclear pro-
gramme said the new list pro-
vided information that the
team had demanded, but
would not say whether the list
as a whole satisfied United
Nations' demands.

Iraq's UN ambassador, how-
ever, told The Associated
Press in New York that the
new document merely elabo-
rated on a previous list.

“The so-called new nuclear
list that was given today is not
a new lst and there is no new
malterial or equipment” in it,
Abdul Amir Al-Anbari said in a

telephone interview.

The new material was is-
sued after Arab leaders called
on lIraqi President Saddam
Hussein to cooperate with the
UN nuclear inspectors, diplo-
mats said.

The Foreign Ministry told
senior diplomats that Baghdad
would cooperate, but a gov-
ernment officlal also said that
Iraq had called for an Arab
League meeting because of the
US threats.

Under terms of the UN
cease-fire resolution that
ended the Gulf war, Iraq is re-
quired to disclose all of its nu-
clear, chemical and biological
weapons capabilities and to
cooperate in their destruction.
