*The only document the
government will ever allow
into evidence is a confession
by the General®, said Frank
Rubino, a Noricga defence
lawyer, after a hearing that
Noriega attended.

Noriega's Attorneys have
fought prosecutors over secret
US documents under the
classified Information Pro-
cedures Act, which protects
documents deemed to
