MOSCOW, July 3): The
Baltic republic of Lithuania
recognised the breakaway
Yugoslav republics of Slovenia
and Croatia on Tuesday, em-
gl:uiﬂng its own drive for in-

pendence from the Soviet

Union, reports Reuter.
* "The Supreme Council
(parliament) of the republic of
Lithuania adopted a resolution
in recognition of the in-
dependent republics of
Slovenia and Croatia,” a state-
ment from the parlifament’s in-
formation bureau said.

It drew clear parallels with
Lithuania's own push to en-
force its break with Moscow. It
said Slovenia and Croatia,
which both declared indepen-
dence on June 25, were exer-
cising the will of their peoples
and "the universally
right of nations to self-deter-
mination.”

The centerpiece of what
both sides are calling the first
post-Cold War summit is the
signing of a strategic arms pact
and Bush's long meetings with
Mikhail Gorbachev, 'the Soviet
President and Communist
Party leader.

But “the second theme the
president is pursuing is the
need to establish relationships
with the republics,” said Bush's
spokesman, Marlin Fitzwater.

"We want a democratic,
market-orfented Soviet Union.
We stand for democracy and
markets, and we will offer our
support to all in the USSR who
share those values,” Fitzwater
said.

Gorbachev shares those val-
ues, in Bush's view, but per-
haps not as ly as some of
the other elected leaders and
Soviet businessmeén with
whom he is meeting during his
three days in the Soviet Union.

Reuter adds: President
George Bush, "a new
age of promise has dawned,”
granted Moscow long-sought
trade concessions on Tuesday
but challenged the Kremlin to
resolve as series of lingering
problems from the cold war.

Bush, opening a two-day
summit with Soviet leader
Mikhail Gorbachev, made an
immediate gesture to aid the
struggling Soviet economy by
offering Most Favoured Nation
"(MFN) trade status to slash US
tariffs on Soviet goods.
