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Coalition govt in Kremlin: Cabinet asked to resign: Crackdown on

MOSCOW, Aug 23 : Pre-
sident Mikhail Gorbachev
today asked his whole cabinet
to resign and announced that
he Russian leader, Boris
Yeltsin had to form a
coalition government in a
power sharing arrangement,
repdrt agencies.

"We have that if one
of us cannot carry oul his du-
ties, then automatically the
other immediatcly takes over
his rights,’ Gorbachev told the
Russian parliament,

He said a "mechanism” had
been worked oul for the ar-
rangement.

A mnallluunnal amendment
passcd in March 1990, when
an execulive Sovietl presidency
with enhanced powers was
created, stipulated that the
Soviet Vice-Presidént should
step in il the President were
prevenied [rom exercising his
authority

Vice-President Gennady
Yanayev is under arrcst follow-
ing the collapse of a coup
d'etat in which he ‘replaced
Gorbachev earlier in the week.

The announcement of the
Gorbachev-Yeltsin agreement
followed calls from the depu-
ties in the¢ chamber deman-
ding 'concrete proposals.’

Gorbachev declared today
those who attempted to oust
him from power would gel ‘no
pardon'.

He told an emergency ses-
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sfon of the Russian parliament
here that there would be no
hesitation and no pardon’ for
the traitors.

The coup leaders would be
judged 'according to the law’,

Gorbachev, as he read out
the names of the main protag-
onists.

Seven of the State-of-
Emergency Commitiee have
been arrested. The eighth,
Interior Minister Boris Pugo
committed suicide before po-
lice could arrest him.

Gorbachev also demanded a
‘reshullle’ in the national
supreme Soviel, or parliament,

Parliament that the govern-
ment would prosecute those
responsible fnr the takcover,
"They wanted to turn us into
meal. wanted to annihi-
late us, and for that they must

bear the severe responsibility,”

the Soviet President said.

He accused the Communist
Party Central Committee of
panicking during the coup.
"There are people who lost
their heads, all sense of re-
sponsibility. You could even
call them traitors! traitors! "

In his speech, Gorbachev
praised "the outstanding role”
of Yeltsin, his sometimes ad-

as some of its members had
supported the failed coup.

Parliamentary Specaker
Analoly Lukyanov has notably
been accused of involvement.

Gorbachev and Yeltsin also
pressed ahead Friday with a
sweeping purge of coup sup-
porters, and the Communist
Party suflered a series of stun-
ning blows for not opposing
the coup plotiers.

Gorbachev threw out his
foreign minister, and thc
Communist Party was banned
from the KGB, which for deca-
des helped enforce Communist
rule.

A confident Gorbachev told
_an audience at the Russian

versary, in halting the hard-
line Communist coup. Yeltsin
has been a strong foe of
Communist Party influence in
the country; Gorbachev, how-
ever, warned in his specch
against "any kind of anti-
Communist hysteria.”

The Soviet leader said
Communist Party headquarters
was scaled Friday with his ap-
proval.

IHis opening comments
drew a standing ovation from
the lawmakers in the Par-
liament, where Yeltsin had led
the opposilion to the coup.
Gorbachev pratsed the Russian
Federation because it "barred

(BCCI) Lud tn Bangladesh.

The government announced
on August ® its decision 1o al-
low BCCI depositors o draw an
amount, up o a maximum
Mmit of Taka 50,000 cach, as
interest-free advances [rom

Bank in consideration

their distress following the

suspension of the Bank's oper-
ations.

About 5,000 BCCI! deposi
tors have so far applicd to
Agrani Bank for such advances,
the sources said. Oul of them,
the bank has already cleared
500 cases on verification of ac-
counts with the now- sus-
pended BCCI. Actual payments
through crossed instruments
like pay orders will start this
week.

Both Agrani Bank and BCC]|
have been instructed o expe-
dite the process so Lhat the
advances or credits, up to the
specificd limil, may be dis-
bursed specdily, the sources
added. .

There were about 29,700
account holders with the four
branches of the BCCI at the
time of its suspension of oper-
atigns on July 6. Total deposits
with the Bank stood at about
Taka 500 crore.
