MOSCOW, Aug 28 : In major
developments in strife-torn

have been charged with trea-

The Soviet parliament for-
mally diumi:sed the govern-
ment today, with deputies
overwhelmingly approving a
no-confidence motion because
ol ministers’ involvement in
last week's abortive coup.

The Supreme Soviet, debat- -

ing the afltermath of the coup
for the third day, voted 402 to
18 to deny the government its
confidence aflter President
Mikhail Gorbachev said he had
no trust in his ministers.
Before the vote, Gorbachev
told the chamber bluntly from
the podium: "1 cannot trust

this cabinet. That is that."
According to Soviet legisla-
tion, passage of such a confi-

- dence vote is tantamount to

dismissing the government.
The Supreme Soviet had
earlier passed a motion for-
mally dismissing Prime
Minister Valentin Pavlov, a
